The Sam Rayburn Tollway (SRT), formerly known as State Highway (SH) 121, is a regional tolled 
facility that has been serving travelers since 2011 in the northern portion of the Dallas metropolitan 
area.  The SRT extends in a generally northeasterly direction through the Cities of Coppell, 
Lewisville, Carrollton, The Colony, Frisco, Plano, McKinney, Allen, and Fairview.  This tollway 
serves both local and through traffic and has become an integral component of the regional 
transportation network.  The North Texas Tollway Authority (NTTA) is proposing to widen the 
existing facility from six to eight lanes by constructing two additional mainlanes (one in each 
direction) from Business SH 121 (West) to its eastern terminus at United States Highway 75 
(US 75).  The proposed project also includes the addition of auxiliary and other lanes, as needed, 
to assist with traffic flow in localized areas near major cross street intersections that are currently 
experiencing bottleneck conditions during peak travel times.   
 
The proposed project limits and logical termini are from Business SH 121 (West) to US 75, a 
distance of approximately 26 miles.  The SRT extends through Dallas, Denton, and Collin 
Counties, Texas (see Project Location Map).  Because the addition of a fourth lane in each 
direction would occur to the inside of the existing facility, no additional right-of-way (ROW) would 
be required.  Other lane improvements would also be constructed within the existing ROW to 
enhance operational efficiency.   
 
The purpose of this technical memorandum is to report the results of an assessment of project-
level impacts on ambient levels of carbon monoxide (CO), which is one of the criteria pollutants 
regulated under the Clean Air Act.  The CO Traffic Air Quality Analysis (TAQA) discussed in this 
memorandum was prepared in accordance with TxDOT’s Standard Operating Procedure for 
Complying with CO TAQA Requirements (hereinafter ‘CO TAQA SOP’), and the Documentation 
Standard for a CO TAQA Technical Report (2015),1 in support of environmental documentation 
that evaluates the social, economic, and environmental impacts anticipated from the proposed 
project.    
 
Background 

According to the traffic data provided by HDR, Inc. in October 2016, the annual average daily 
traffic (AADT) within the project limits is projected to reach a maximum of 205,000 vehicles per 
day (VPD) for the estimated time of completion (ETC, assumed opening year) in 2020, and

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304,900 VPD in 2040 (design year).  If a roadway project is not exempt under 40 CFR 93.126, is 
adding capacity, and would reach an AADT greater than 140,000 VPD by the design year, a CO 
TAQA is required.  Because the proposed project would not be exempt per 40 CFR 93.126, would 
increase capacity, and the AADT for the ETC year (2020) and design year (2040) is above 
140,000 VPD, a CO TAQA is required.  
 
Traffic Air Quality Analysis 

To determine whether the proposed project would be likely to exceed the 1-hour or 8-hour CO 
National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS), the CO concentrations for the proposed project 
were modeled for the ETC and design years.  The highest CO concentrations would most likely 
occur in those areas where road segments with relatively high AADT coincide with areas with 
relatively narrow ROW.  The CO TAQA SOP recommends CO receptors should be placed where 
the maximum total project CO concentrations are likely to occur, where the general public is likely 
to have access, and set at an assumed breathing height of 1.8 meters above the ground.  Several 
sections along the SRT with relatively high AADT and narrow ROW were identified to model CO 
concentrations.  Six receptors were placed along the edges of the SRT ROW lines at the five 
locations shown on the CO Receptors Location Map.  The TAQA modeled expected CO ambient 
concentrations for a height set at 1.8 meters above the ground for each receptor.   
 
CO concentrations for the proposed project were modeled using CALINE3 and MOVES2014.  
The modeling factored in adverse meteorological conditions and placed air quality receptors at 
the ROW line in accordance with the CO TAQA SOP.  The traffic data utilized in the TAQA for the 
ETC year (2020) and design year (2040) are shown in Table 1.

The following assumptions and input parameters were used in the TAQA: 

• 1-hour CO Background Concentration: 1.9 parts per million (ppm); 

• 8-hour CO Background Concentration: 2.3 ppm; 

• Background concentrations were obtained from the CO TAQA SOP; 

• Stable Atmospheric Conditions: Stability Class 6 (for worst-case analysis); 

• Mixing Height: 1,000 meters; 

• Wind Speed: 1 meter per second; 

• Wind Directions Modeled: every 10 degrees of wind direction from 0 to 350 degrees were 
evaluated as recommended by the CALINE3 User’s Guide; and 

• The projected vehicle speeds in the future years were obtained from the existing 
conditions and design schematic of the proposed project: (1) SRT: 70 miles per hour 
(mph); (2) SRT Ramps: 50 mph; (3) SRT Frontage Roads: 45 or 55 mph; the CO emission 
rates2 used for modeling these SRT facilities are shown in Table 2.

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Using the foregoing assumptions and input data, CO concentrations for the proposed project were 
estimated for the 1-hour CO NAAQS for each air quality receptor, and the results are shown in 
Table 4.  Also shown in the table are the 8-hour CO concentrations that were calculated from the 
1-hour results according to the conversion formula prescribed in the CO TAQA SOP.  Receptors 
1, 4, and 19 would have the highest CO concentration (2.8 ppm) for the 1-hour CO standard in 
the ETC year; Receptors 1-4, 6, 10, 12, 13, 16, 18-22, and 25 would have the highest CO 
concentration (2.8 ppm) for the 8-hour standard in the ETC year.  The CO modeling also predicted 
that Receptors 1-4, 6, 7, 9, 12, 16, 19, and 21 would have the highest CO concentrations for the 
1-hour (2.4 ppm) and 8-hour (2.6 ppm) standards in the design year.  Notably, the estimated 
levels of CO indicate minor increases over the background ambient CO levels for the 1-hour (1.9 
ppm) and 8-hour (2.3 ppm) standards.  Moreover, the estimated levels for CO for the design year 
are generally slightly less than the ETC year, despite an expected substantial increase in AADT.  
These results are strongly influenced by the expected decrease in CO emissions as a result of 
more stringent exhaust emission standards for new vehicles in future years, and as older vehicles 
with comparatively greater CO emissions are taken out of service.

The highest CO concentrations predicted for the 30 receptors studied have been compared to the 
NAAQS for the 1-hour (35 ppm) and 8-hour (9 ppm) standards, and are shown in Table 5.  These 
results indicate that the proposed project would not be expected to result in any exceedance of 
the 1-hour or 8-hour CO NAAQS for either the ETC or design year.

Conclusion  

An analysis of ambient levels of CO along segments of the SRT most likely to result in elevated 
concentrations has been provided to determine whether the proposed project may cause project-
level violations of the CO NAAQS.  The model results meet expectations and the local ambient 
air concentrations of CO are not expected to exceed national standards at any time.

The Sam Rayburn Tollway (SRT), formerly known as State Highway (SH) 121, is a regional tolled 
facility that has been serving travelers since 2011 in the northern portion of the Dallas metropolitan 
area.  The SRT extends in a generally northeasterly direction through the Cities of Coppell, 
Lewisville, Carrollton, The Colony, Frisco, Plano, McKinney, Allen, and Fairview.  This tollway 
serves both local and through traffic and has become an integral component of the regional 
transportation network.  The North Texas Tollway Authority (NTTA) is proposing to widen the 
existing facility from six to eight lanes by constructing two additional mainlanes (one in each 
direction) from Business SH 121 (West) to its eastern terminus at United States Highway 75 
(US 75).  The proposed project also includes the addition of auxiliary and other lanes, as needed, 
to assist with traffic flow in localized areas near major cross street intersections that are currently 
experiencing bottleneck conditions during peak travel times.   
 
The proposed project limits and logical termini are from Business SH 121 (West) to US 75, a 
distance of approximately 26 miles.  The SRT extends through Dallas, Denton, and Collin 
Counties, Texas (See Project Location Map).  Because the addition of a fourth lane in each 
direction would occur to the inside of the existing facility, no additional right-of-way (ROW) would 
be required.  Other lane improvements would also be constructed within the existing ROW to 
enhance operational efficiency.   
 
Although the proposed project is not exempt under 40 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Section 
93.126, would add capacity, and has an average daily traffic (ADT) greater than 140,000 vehicles 
per day (vpd), it has no Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) or Federal Transit Administration 
involvement; therefore, a quantitative mobile source air toxics (MSAT) analysis is not required.  
However, the NTTA has performed a qualitative analysis to disclose information regarding MSAT.  
The qualitative MSAT analysis discussed below was completed in accordance with the Texas 
Department of Transportation (TxDOT) Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) for Complying with 
MSAT Analysis Requirements (2015) and the SOP for Preparing Air Quality Statements (2015).1 
 
Background 

Controlling air toxic emissions became a national priority with the passage of the Clean Air Act 
(CAA) Amendments of 1990, whereby Congress mandated that the U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) regulate 188 air toxics, also known as hazardous air pollutants.  The

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EPA has assessed this expansive list in their latest rule on the Control of Hazardous Air Pollutants 
from Mobile Sources (i.e., MSAT rule),2 and identified a group of 93 compounds emitted from 
mobile sources that are listed in their Integrated Risk Information System (IRIS).3  In addition, the 
EPA identified seven compounds with significant contributions from mobile sources that are 
among the national and regional-scale cancer risk drivers from their 1999 National Air Toxics 
Assessment (NATA).4  These are acrolein, benzene, 1,3-butadiene, diesel particulate matter plus 
diesel exhaust organic gases (diesel PM), formaldehyde, naphthalene, and polycyclic organic 
matter.  While the FHWA considers these the priority MSAT, the list is subject to change and may 
be adjusted in consideration of future EPA rules. 
 
The 2007 EPA MSAT rule mentioned above requires controls that will dramatically decrease 
MSAT emissions through cleaner fuels and cleaner engines.  Based on an FHWA analysis using 
the EPA’s MOVES2010b model, as shown in Figure 1 and Table 1, even if vehicle-miles travelled 
(VMT) increases by 102% as assumed from 2010 to 2050, a combined reduction of 83% in the 
total annual emissions for the priority MSAT is projected for the same time period.

Air toxics analysis is a continuing area of research.  While much work has been done to assess 
the overall health risk of air toxics, many questions remain unanswered.  In particular, the tools 
and techniques for assessing project-specific health outcomes as a result of lifetime MSAT 
exposure remain limited.  These limitations impede the ability to evaluate how the potential health 
risks posed by MSAT exposure should be factored into project-level decision-making within the 
context of the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA).  The FHWA, EPA, Health Effects 
Institute (HEI), and others have funded and conducted research studies to try to more clearly 
define potential risks from MSAT emissions associated with highway projects.  The FHWA will 
continue to monitor the developing research in this emerging field. 
 
Project-Specific MSAT Information 

A qualitative analysis provides a basis for identifying and comparing the potential differences 
among MSAT emissions, if any, between the No-Build Alternative and the Build Alternative.  The 
qualitative assessment presented below is derived in part from a study conducted by the FHWA 
entitled A Methodology for Evaluating Mobile Source Air Toxic Emissions Among Transportation 
Project Alternatives.5   
 
For the two alternatives considered for the proposed project, the amount of MSAT emitted would 
be proportional to the VMT, assuming that other variables such as fleet mix are the same for each 
alternative.  The VMT estimated for the Build Alternative would be slightly higher than that for the 
No-Build Alternative because the additional capacity increases the efficiency of the roadway and 
attracts rerouted trips from elsewhere in the transportation network.  This increase in VMT would 
lead to higher MSAT emissions for the Build Alternative along the highway corridor, along with a 
corresponding decrease in MSAT emissions along the parallel routes.  The emissions increase is 
offset somewhat by lower MSAT emission rates due to increased speeds; according to the EPA's 
MOVES2010b model, emissions of all of the priority MSAT decrease as speed increases.  Also, 
regardless of the alternative chosen, emissions will likely be lower than present levels in the 
design year as a result of the EPA's national control programs that are projected to reduce annual

MSAT emissions by over 80% between 2010 and 2050.  Local conditions may differ from these 
national projections in terms of fleet mix and turnover, VMT growth rates, and local control 
measures.  However, the magnitude of the EPA-projected reductions is so great (even after 
accounting for VMT growth) that MSAT emissions in the project area are likely to be lower in the 
future in nearly all cases. 
 
The two additional mainlanes contemplated as part of the Build Alternative, and auxiliary or other 
lanes to address traffic bottlenecks, will have the effect of moving some traffic closer to nearby 
homes, schools, and businesses; therefore, there may be localized areas where ambient 
concentrations of MSAT could be higher under the Build Alternative than the No-Build Alternative.  
The localized increases in MSAT concentrations would likely be most pronounced in areas where 
operational improvements would be constructed near the intersections with major cross streets, 
in addition to the inside widening of mainlanes throughout the SRT corridor.  However, the 
magnitude and the duration of these potential increases compared to the No-Build Alternative 
cannot be reliably quantified due to incomplete or unavailable information in forecasting project-
specific MSAT health impacts.  In sum, when a highway is widened, the localized level of MSAT 
emissions for the Build Alternative could be higher relative to the No-Build Alternative, but this 
could be offset due to increases in speeds and reductions in congestion (which are associated 
with lower MSAT emissions).  Also, MSAT will be lower in other locations when traffic shifts away 
from them.  However, on a regional basis, the EPA's vehicle and fuel regulations, coupled with 
fleet turnover, will over time cause substantial reductions that, in almost all cases, will cause 
region-wide MSAT levels to be significantly lower than today.  
 
Incomplete or Unavailable Information for Project-Specific MSAT Health Impacts Analysis  

In the FHWA’s view, information is incomplete or unavailable to credibly predict the project-
specific health impacts due to changes in MSAT emissions associated with a proposed set of 
highway alternatives.  The outcome of such an assessment, adverse or not, would be influenced 
more by the uncertainty introduced into the process through assumption and speculation rather 
than any genuine insight into the actual health impacts directly attributable to MSAT exposure 
associated with a proposed action. 
 
The EPA is responsible for protecting the public health and welfare from any known or anticipated 
effect of an air pollutant.  They are the lead authority for administering the CAA and its 
amendments, and have specific statutory obligations with respect to hazardous air pollutants and 
MSAT.  The EPA is in the continual process of assessing human health effects, exposures, and 
risks posed by air pollutants.  They maintain the IRIS, which is “a compilation of electronic reports 
on specific substances found in the environment and their potential to cause human health 
effects.”6 Each report contains assessments of non-cancerous and cancerous effects for 
individual compounds and quantitative estimates of risk levels from lifetime oral and inhalation 
exposures with uncertainty spanning perhaps an order of magnitude. 
 
Other organizations are also active in the research and analyses of the human health effects of 
MSAT, including the HEI.  Two HEI studies are summarized in Appendix D of the FHWA’s 2012 
Interim Guidance Update on Mobile Source Air Toxic Analysis in NEPA Documents.7  Among the 
adverse health effects linked to MSAT compounds at high exposures are cancer in humans in 
occupational settings; cancer in animals; and irritation to the respiratory tract, including the 
exacerbation of asthma.  Less obvious are the adverse human health effects of MSAT compounds

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at current environmental concentrations8 or in the future as vehicle emissions substantially 
decrease.9  
 
The methodologies for forecasting health impacts include emissions modeling; dispersion 
modeling; exposure modeling; and then final determination of health impacts – each step in the 
process building on the model predictions obtained in the previous step.  All are encumbered by 
technical shortcomings or uncertain science that prevents a more complete differentiation of the 
MSAT health impacts among a set of project alternatives.  These difficulties are magnified for 
lifetime (i.e., 70-year) assessments, particularly because unsupportable assumptions would have 
to be made regarding changes in travel patterns and vehicle technology (which affects emissions 
rates) over that time frame, since such information is unavailable. 
 
It is particularly difficult to reliably forecast 70-year lifetime MSAT concentrations and exposure 
near roadways; to determine the portion of time that people are actually exposed at a specific 
location; and to establish the extent attributable to a proposed action, especially given that some 
of the information needed is unavailable. 
 
There are considerable uncertainties associated with the existing estimates of toxicity of the 
various MSAT, because of factors such as low-dose extrapolation and translation of occupational 
exposure data to the general population, a concern expressed by the HEI.10  As a result, there is 
no national consensus on air dose-response values assumed to protect the public health and 
welfare for MSAT compounds, and in particular for diesel PM.  The EPA11 and the HEI12 have not 
established a basis for quantitative risk assessment of diesel PM in ambient settings. 
 
There is also the lack of a national consensus on an acceptable level of risk.  The current context 
is the process used by the EPA as provided by the CAA to determine whether more stringent 
controls are required in order to provide an ample margin of safety to protect public health or to 
prevent an adverse environmental effect for industrial sources subject to the maximum achievable 
control technology standards, such as benzene emissions from refineries.  The decision 
framework is a two-step process.  The first step requires the EPA to determine an “acceptable” 
level of risk due to emissions from a source, which is generally no greater than approximately 100 
in a million.  Additional factors are considered in the second step, the goal of which is to maximize 
the number of people with risks less than 1 in a million due to emissions from a source.  The 
results of this statutory two-step process do not guarantee that cancer risks from exposure to air 
toxics are less than 1 in a million; in some cases, the residual risk determination could result in 
maximum individual cancer risks that are as high as approximately 100 in a million.  In a June 
2008 decision, the U.S. Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia Circuit upheld the EPA’s 
approach to addressing risk in its two-step decision framework. 
 
Information is incomplete or unavailable to establish that even the largest of highway projects 
would result in levels of risk greater than deemed acceptable.  Because of the limitations in the 
methodologies for forecasting health impacts described, any predicted difference in health 
impacts between alternatives is likely to be much smaller than the uncertainties associated with 
predicting the impacts.  Consequently, the results of such assessments would not be useful to 
decision makers, who would need to weigh this information against project benefits, such as

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reducing traffic congestion, accident rates, and fatalities plus improved access for emergency 
response, that are better suited for quantitative analysis. 
 
Construction Phase and MSAT 

During the construction phase of this project, temporary increases in air pollutant emissions may 
occur from construction activities.  The primary construction-related emissions of PM are fugitive 
dust from site preparation, and the primary construction-related emissions of MSAT are diesel 
PM from diesel-powered construction equipment and vehicles.  The potential impacts of PM 
emissions will be minimized by using fugitive dust control measures contained in standard 
specifications, as appropriate.  To assist in minimizing MSAT (i.e., diesel PM) emissions during 
the construction phase of roadway projects, the Texas Emissions Reduction Plan (TERP) 
provides financial incentives to reduce exhaust emissions from vehicles and equipment.13  As with 
TxDOT, the NTTA encourages construction contractors to use TERP and other local and federal 
incentive programs to the fullest extent possible to minimize emissions from diesel-powered 
vehicles and equipment.  
 
However, considering the temporary and transient nature of construction-related emissions, the 
use of fugitive dust control measures, the encouragement of the use of TERP, and compliance 
with applicable regulatory requirements; it is not anticipated that emissions from construction of 
the proposed project will have any substantial impact on air quality in the area. 
 
Conclusion  

A qualitative assessment of MSAT emissions has been provided relative to the No-Build and Build 
Alternatives, which acknowledges that the proposed Build Alternative may result in increased 
exposure to MSAT emissions in certain locations, although the concentrations and duration of 
exposures are uncertain and, because of this uncertainty, the health effects from these emissions 
cannot be estimated.

This traffic noise analysis, prepared in accordance with the Texas Department of Transportation’s 
(TxDOT) Federal Highway Administration (FHWA)-approved Guidelines for Analysis and 
Abatement of Roadway Traffic Noise,1 supports the environmental documentation that evaluates 
the social, economic, and environmental impacts resulting from the proposed project.  The traffic 
noise analysis was performed using the latest available FHWA-approved traffic noise model 
version (TNM 2.5).  Traffic data and growth rates provided by HDR, Inc., for the NTTA were 
utilized in the analysis. 
 
Assumptions 

• Existing scenario year: 2015; 

• Existing facility configuration: 
o 6 mainlanes;

Background 

Sound from highway traffic is generated primarily from a vehicle’s tires, engine, and exhaust. It is 
commonly measured in decibels and is expressed as “dB.”  Sound occurs over a wide range of 
frequencies.  However, not all frequencies are detectable by the human ear; therefore, an 
adjustment is made to the high and low frequencies to approximate the way an average person 
hears traffic sounds.  This adjustment is called A-weighting and is expressed as “dB(A).”  Also, 
because traffic sound levels are never constant due to the changing number, type, and speed of 
vehicles, a single value is used to represent the average or equivalent sound level and is 
expressed as “Leq.” 
 
A highway traffic noise analysis typically includes the following elements: 
 

• Identification of land use activity areas that might be impacted by traffic noise; 

• Determination of existing noise levels; 

• Prediction of future noise levels; 

• Identification of possible noise impacts; and 

• Consideration and evaluation of measures to reduce noise impacts. 
 

The FHWA has established the Noise Abatement Criteria (NAC) shown in Table 1 for various 
land use activity areas that are used as one of two means to determine when a traffic noise impact 
would occur.

A noise impact occurs when either the absolute or relative criterion is met: 
 

Absolute criterion: the predicted noise level at a receiver approaches, equals, or exceeds 
the NAC.  “Approach” is defined as 1 dB(A) below the FHWA NAC.  For example, a 
noise impact would occur at a Category B residence if the noise level is predicted to 
be 66 dB(A) or above. 

 
Relative criterion: the predicted noise level substantially exceeds the existing noise level 

at a receiver even though the predicted noise level does not approach, equal, or 
exceed the NAC.  “Substantially exceeds” is defined as more than 10 dB(A).  For 
example, a noise impact would occur at a Category B residence if the existing level is 
54 dB(A) and the predicted level is 65 dB(A) [11 dB(A) increase]. 

 
When a traffic noise impact occurs, noise abatement measures must be considered.  A noise 
abatement measure is any positive action taken to reduce the impact of traffic noise on an activity 
area. 
 
Methodology 

FHWA traffic noise modeling software was used to calculate existing and predicted traffic noise 
levels.  The model primarily considers the number, type, and speed of vehicles; highway 
alignment and grade; cuts, fills, and natural berms; surrounding terrain features; and the locations 
of activity areas likely to be impacted by the associated traffic noise. 
 
Existing and predicted traffic noise levels were modeled using TNM 2.5 at 429 locations along the 
project corridor.  After all modeled noise receiver locations were analyzed, the number of 
receivers was pared down to 123 representative receivers for mapping and reporting purposes.  
The resulting receivers are those with similar noise levels, NAC activity category, and geographic 
location.  These receivers, listed in Table 2 and shown on the Traffic Noise Receiver Location 
Map, represent the land use activity areas adjacent to the proposed project that might be impacted 
by traffic noise and potentially benefit from feasible and reasonable noise abatement.

Traffic Noise Analysis Results and Conclusion 

As indicated in Table 2, the proposed project would result in an estimated traffic noise impact to 
some of the modeled receivers, and the following noise abatement measures were considered 
for affected receivers: traffic management, alteration of horizontal and/or vertical alignments, 
acquisition of undeveloped property to act as a buffer zone, and the construction of traffic noise 
barriers. 
 
Before any abatement measure can be proposed for incorporation into the project, it must be both 
feasible and reasonable.  In order to be “feasible,” the abatement measure must be able to reduce 
the noise level for more than 50% of the impacted, first row receivers by at least 5 dB(A); and the 
abatement measure must be able to reduce the noise level of at least one impacted, first row 
receiver by at least 7 dB(A).  For an abatement measure to be “reasonable,” it must not exceed 
the cost-effectiveness criterion of $25,000 for each receiver that would benefit by a reduction of 
at least 5 dB(A).  The construction cost of $18 per square foot for all noise barriers analyzed in 
this study is in accordance with TxDOT’s Guidelines for Analysis and Abatement of Roadway 
Traffic Noise. 
 
Traffic management:  Control devices could be used to reduce the speed of the traffic; however, 
the minor benefit of 1 dB(A) per 5 miles/hour reduction in speed does not outweigh the associated 
increase in congestion and air pollution.  Other measures such as time or use restrictions for 
certain vehicles are prohibited on state highways.   
 
Alteration of Horizontal and/or Vertical Alignments:  Any alteration of the existing alignment would 
displace existing businesses and residences, require additional ROW, and not be cost 
effective/reasonable. 
 
Buffer Zone:  The acquisition of undeveloped property to act as a buffer zone is designed to avoid 
rather than abate traffic noise impacts and, therefore, is not feasible. 
 
Traffic Noise Barriers:  This is the most commonly used noise abatement measure.  Traffic noise 
barriers were evaluated for each impacted receiver location with the following results: 
 
R14, R15:  These receivers represent three townhomes adjacent to the southbound frontage road 
and shielded by an existing traffic noise barrier and a developer wall.  The townhomes are located 
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between a local roadway (Ridgemont Drive) that intersects the SRT frontage road and a city-
owned drainage easement spanned by existing SRT frontage road and mainlane bridges.  The 
receivers are 150-200 feet from the mainlanes and 70-80 feet from the frontage road.  The 
receivers are at the same general elevation as the mainlanes and slightly higher than the frontage 
road.  Traffic noise barriers located along the ROW, as well as between the frontage road and 
mainlanes, were analyzed in TNM. 
 
Results indicated that a traffic noise barrier 490 feet long and 22 feet high placed along the ROW, 
directly in front of the townhomes, would satisfy access requirements and achieve the minimum 
feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) for one receiver but would not achieve the noise reduction design 
goal of 7 dB(A).  
 
A modeling scenario extending the height of the existing traffic noise barrier (680 feet long) located 
between the frontage road and mainlanes to 14 feet would achieve the minimum feasible 
reduction of 5 dB(A) and design goal of 7 dB(A).  A total of two first row receivers would benefit 
from noise reductions, but the barrier would exceed the reasonable cost of $25,000 per benefited 
receiver. 
 
R16A, R16B:  These receivers represent 21 apartments located between a city-owned drainage 
easement spanned by existing SRT frontage road and mainlane bridges and a developed 
commercial property.  The apartment complex is shielded by an existing noise barrier and has a 
driveway accessing the SRT southbound frontage road.  The receivers are 140-190 feet from the 
mainlanes and 50-100 feet from the frontage road.  The receivers are 5-10 feet higher in elevation 
than the mainlanes and frontage road.  Traffic noise barriers located along the ROW and between 
the frontage road and mainlanes were analyzed.  
 
Results indicated that a noise barrier 930 feet long and 30 feet high placed along the ROW, 
directly in front of the apartment complex with a gap for accessing the driveway, would achieve 
the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) and the noise reduction design goal of 7 dB(A).  A total 
of 17 first row receivers would benefit from noise reductions, but the barrier would exceed the 
reasonable cost of $25,000 per benefited receiver. 
 
A modeling scenario extending the height of the existing traffic noise barrier (1,115 feet in length), 
located between the frontage road and mainlanes, to 28 feet high would achieve the minimum 
feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) for 16 first row receivers but would not achieve the design goal of    
7 dB(A). 
 
R20A, R20B:  These receivers represent 18 apartments located between a county-owned 
drainage easement spanned by existing SRT mainlane bridges and a developed commercial 
property.  The apartment complex is adjacent to a northbound frontage road ramp and unshielded 
by any existing noise barriers or developer walls.  The receivers are 260-340 feet from the 
mainlanes and 115-300 feet from an exit ramp.  The receivers are approximately 20 feet lower in 
elevation than the mainlanes and are approximately 20 feet lower in elevation than the ramp at 
the south end of the apartment complex, but the elevation difference changes gradually so that 
at the north end of the apartment complex the receivers are at the same general elevation as the 
ramp.  Traffic noise barriers located along the mainlanes, ramp, and edge of ROW were analyzed. 

Results indicated that a traffic noise barrier 960 feet long and 25 feet high placed along the outside 
edge of the mainlanes would achieve the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) and design goal 
of 7 dB(A).  A total of 11 first row receivers would benefit from noise reductions, but the barrier 
would exceed the reasonable cost of $25,000 per benefited receiver. 
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A traffic noise barrier 1,100 feet long and 26 feet high placed on the outside edge of the exit ramp 
would achieve the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) and the noise reduction design goal of 
7 dB(A).  A total of 11 first row receivers would benefit from noise reductions, but the barrier would 
exceed the reasonable cost of $25,000 per benefited receiver. 

A traffic noise barrier 1,178 feet long and 22 feet high placed along the edge of the ROW, directly 
in front of the apartment complex, would achieve the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) and 
the design goal of 7 dB(A).  A total of 17 first row receivers would benefit from noise reductions, 
but the barrier would exceed the reasonable cost of $25,000 per benefited receiver. 

R22, R22A, R22B:  These receivers represent a playground, dog park, and 16 apartments 
adjacent to an SRT southbound entrance ramp and a cross street (Marchant Boulevard), 
unshielded by existing noise barriers or developer walls.  The receivers are 200-300 feet from the 
mainlanes and 65-200 feet from the ramp.  The receivers are approximately 20 feet lower in 
elevation than the mainlanes and the ramp at the south end of the apartment complex.  The 
receivers are at the same general elevation as the ramp at the north end of the apartment 
complex.  Traffic noise barriers located along the mainlanes, entrance ramp, and edge of ROW 
were analyzed.  
 
Results indicated that a traffic noise barrier 1,100 feet long and 23 feet high placed along the 
outside edge of the mainlanes would achieve the design goal of 7 dB(A) for at least one first row 
impacted receiver.  A total of five first row receivers would benefit from noise reductions, but the 
resulting barrier would not achieve the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) at greater than 50% 
of the impacted receivers. 
 
A traffic noise barrier 1,300 feet long and varying from 16 to 20 feet high placed on the outside 
edge of the entrance ramp would achieve the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) and the 
design goal of 7 dB(A).  A total of 15 first row receivers would benefit from noise reductions, but 
the barrier would exceed the reasonable cost of $25,000 per benefited receiver.   
 
A traffic noise barrier 1,330 feet long and 22 feet high placed along the ROW, directly in front of 
the apartment complex, would achieve the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) and the design 
goal of 7 dB(A).  A total of 17 first row receivers would benefit from noise reductions, but the 
barrier would exceed the reasonable cost of $25,000 per benefited receiver. 
 
R27:  This receiver represents athletic fields adjacent to an SRT northbound entrance ramp, 
unshielded by existing noise barriers or developer walls.  The potentially-benefited receivers are 
250-280 feet from the mainlanes and 195-210 feet from the ramp.  The receivers are 10-15 feet 
lower in elevation than the mainlanes and approximately 10 feet lower in elevation than the ramp.  
Traffic noise barriers located along the mainlanes and entrance ramp were analyzed. 
 
Results indicated that a traffic noise barrier 940 feet long and 26 feet high placed along the outside 
edge of the mainlanes would achieve the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) but would not 
achieve the design goal of 7 dB(A). 
A traffic noise barrier 865 feet long and 25 feet high placed on the outside edge of the entrance 
ramp would achieve the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) and the design goal of 7 dB(A).  
A total of eight first and second row receivers would benefit from noise reductions, but the barrier 
would exceed the reasonable cost of $25,000 per benefited receiver.   
 
A traffic noise barrier 940 feet long and 10 feet high along the outside edge of the mainlanes and 
a second noise barrier 865 long and 15 feet high along the outside edge of the ramp would 
achieve the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) and the design goal of 7 dB(A).  A total of four 
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first row receivers would benefit from noise reductions, but the barrier would exceed the 
reasonable cost of $25,000 per benefited receiver. 
 
R36, R38:   These receivers represent three townhomes located between a developed 
commercial property and a county-owned drainage easement.  The townhomes are partially 
shielded by an existing developer wall and have a driveway accessing the SRT northbound 
frontage road.  The receivers are 240-280 feet from the mainlanes and 85-115 feet from the 
frontage road.  The receivers are approximately 10 feet lower in elevation than the mainlanes and 
the frontage road at the south end of the townhome development.  The receivers are at the same 
general elevation as the frontage road at the north end of the development.  Traffic noise barriers 
located along the mainlanes, frontage road, and along the ROW were analyzed. 

Results indicated that a traffic noise barrier 955 feet long and 24 feet high placed along the outside 
edge of the mainlanes would not achieve either the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) or the 
design goal of 7 dB(A). 

A traffic noise barrier 600 feet long and 24 feet high placed along the outside edge of the 
northbound exit ramp would not achieve either the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) or the 
design goal of 7 dB(A). 

A traffic noise barrier 955 feet long and 24 feet high on the outside edge of the mainlanes and a 
traffic noise barrier 600 feet long and 24 feet high along the northbound exit ramp would not 
achieve either the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) or the design goal of 7 dB(A). 

Lastly, a traffic noise barrier 745 feet long and 23 feet high placed along the ROW, directly in front 
of the townhomes with a gap provided for accessing the frontage road, was modeled.  The 
resulting discontinuous barrier segments would not achieve either the minimum feasible reduction 
of 5 dB(A) or the design goal of 7 dB(A). 
 
R40A:  This receiver represents four apartments located between an undeveloped commercial 
property and a single-family residential development.  The apartment complex is adjacent to the 
SRT northbound frontage road, unshielded by existing noise barriers or developer walls.  The 
receivers are 300-350 feet from the mainlanes and 120-150 feet from the frontage road.  The 
receivers are at the same general elevation as the mainlanes at the south end of the apartment 
complex and approximately 10 feet higher at the north end.  The receivers are at the same general 
elevation as the frontage road.  Noise barriers located along the mainlanes, frontage road, and 
ROW were analyzed. 
 
Results indicated that a traffic noise barrier 530 feet long and 24 feet high placed along the outside 
edge of the mainlanes would not achieve either the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) or the 
design goal of 7 dB(A). 
 
A traffic noise barrier 540 feet long and 24 feet high placed on the outside edge of the frontage 
road ramp would achieve the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) for one receiver but would 
not achieve the design goal of 7 dB(A). 
A traffic noise barrier 520 feet long and 24 feet high placed along the ROW, directly in front of the 
apartment complex, would not achieve either the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) or the 
design goal of 7 dB(A). 
 
R48, R49, R50:  These receivers represent 40 single-family residences adjacent to the SRT 
northbound frontage road and are shielded by an existing developer wall approximately 8 feet 
high.  The receivers are 200-250 feet from the mainlanes and 90-115 feet from the frontage road.  
The receivers are at the same general elevation as the mainlanes at the south end of the 
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residential development, slightly lower than the mainlanes towards the middle of the development, 
and 10-15 feet higher in elevation than the mainlanes at the north end of the development.  The 
receivers are at a slightly higher elevation than the frontage road.  Traffic noise barriers located 
along the mainlanes, mainlane ramps, frontage road, and ROW were analyzed. 
Results indicated that a traffic noise barrier 1,970 feet long and 20 feet high placed along the 
outside edge of the mainlanes would not achieve either the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) 
or the design goal of 7 dB(A). 
 
A traffic noise barrier 1,970 feet long and 20 feet high placed along on the outside edge of the 
mainlanes was analyzed in conjunction with two separate traffic noise barriers also 20 feet high 
with lengths of 885 feet and 1,175 feet; the simulated effects of barriers along the outside edge 
of SRT exit and entrance ramps were analyzed.  This barrier design would satisfy access 
requirements and would achieve the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) for seven first row 
receivers, but would not achieve the design goal of 7 dB(A). 
 
A traffic noise barrier 1,915 feet long and 20 feet high along the inside edge of the SRT northbound 
frontage road (i.e., between the frontage road and mainlanes) would satisfy access requirements, 
but would not achieve either the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) or the design goal of           
7 dB(A). 
 
A traffic noise barrier 2,950 feet long and varying from 22 to 26 feet high placed along the ROW, 
directly in front of the existing developer wall, would achieve the minimum feasible reduction of              
5 dB(A) and the design goal of 7 dB(A).  A total of 38 first row receivers would benefit from noise 
reductions, but the barrier would exceed the reasonable cost of $25,000 per benefited receiver. 
  
R52A, R52B:  These receivers represent 20 apartments adjacent to the SRT northbound frontage 
road between Old Denton Road to the north and Parker Road to the south.  The apartments are 
unshielded by an existing developer wall or noise barrier and have a driveway accessing the SRT 
northbound frontage road.  The receivers are 230-270 feet from the mainlanes and 60-80 feet 
from the frontage road.  The receivers are 15-25 feet higher in elevation than the mainlanes and 
are at the same general elevation as the frontage road.  Traffic noise barriers located along the 
ROW and adjacent to the frontage road between Old Denton Road and Parker Road were 
analyzed. 
 
Results indicated that a discontinuous traffic noise barrier along the ROW and adjacent to the 
frontage road would meet noise reduction and cost criteria, but a noise barrier is not proposed 
due to maintenance restrictions.  That is, a noise barrier along the edge of the ROW would 
preclude maintenance of the right turn lane from the SRT northbound frontage road into the 
apartment complex.      
 
R58:  This receiver represents three restaurants with outside seating and an entryway accessing 
the SRT northbound frontage road.  The receivers are approximately 260 feet from the mainlanes 
and approximately 170 feet from the frontage road.  The receivers are approximately 5 feet lower 
in elevation than the mainlanes and at the same general elevation as the frontage road.  A traffic 
noise barrier located along the ROW was analyzed.   
 
Results indicated that a barrier 680 feet long and 25 feet high placed along the ROW would satisfy 
access requirements and achieve both the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) and the design 
goal of 7 dB(A).  A total of two first row receivers would benefit from noise reductions, but the 
barrier would exceed the reasonable cost of $25,000 per benefited receiver. 
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R60, R61, R63, R64:  These receivers represent restaurants with outside seating and entryways 
accessing the SRT frontage road.  A traffic noise barrier up to 25 feet high located along the ROW 
was analyzed in TNM for each receiver.  Gaps in a noise barrier located along the ROW would 
satisfy access requirements, and the resulting discontinuous barrier segments would achieve the 
minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) but would not achieve the design goal of 7 dB(A).  
Information regarding length of traffic noise barrier, distance from receiver to mainlanes and 
frontage roads, and receiver elevation relative to mainlanes and frontage roads is provided in the 
list below. 
 

• R60: length of barrier 415 feet; 270 feet to mainlanes; 190 feet to frontage road; approximately 
5 feet below mainlanes; same general elevation as frontage road. 
 

• R61: length of barrier 280 feet; 270 feet to mainlanes; 170 feet to frontage road; approximately 
10 feet below mainlanes; same general elevation as frontage road. 
 

• R63: length of barrier 205 feet; 250 feet to mainlanes; 135 feet to frontage road; approximately 
10 feet below mainlanes; same general elevation as frontage road. 
 

• R64: length of barrier 200 feet; 240 feet to mainlanes; 115 feet to frontage road; approximately 
10 feet below mainlanes; same general elevation as frontage road. 

 
R65, R71, R89:  These receivers represent restaurants with outside seating and entryways 
accessing the SRT frontage road.  A traffic noise barrier up to 25 feet high located along the ROW 
was analyzed in TNM for each receiver.  Gaps in a noise barrier located along the ROW would 
satisfy access requirements, but the resulting discontinuous barrier segments would not achieve 
either the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) or the design goal of 7 dB(A).  Information 
regarding length of traffic noise barrier, distance from receiver to mainlanes and frontage roads, 
and receiver elevation relative to mainlanes and frontage roads is provided in the list below. 
 

• R65: length of barrier 150 feet; 240 feet to mainlanes; 130 feet to frontage road; same general 
elevation as mainlanes; same general elevation as frontage road. 
 

• R71: length of barrier 280 feet; 280 feet to mainlanes; 145 feet to frontage road; approximately 
20 feet below mainlanes; same general elevation as frontage road. 
 

• R89: length of barrier 195 feet; 215 feet to mainlanes; 120 feet to frontage road; same general 
elevation as mainlanes; same general elevation as frontage road. 

 
R73, R77, R94:  These receivers represent two restaurants and a medical facility with outside 
seating that are located adjacent to the SRT southbound frontage road.  A traffic noise barrier up 
to 25 feet high located along the ROW was analyzed in TNM for each receiver.  Gaps in a noise 
barrier located along the ROW would prevent obstructing the view to adjacent commercial 
properties, but the resulting discontinuous barrier segments would not achieve either the minimum 
feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) or the design goal of 7 dB(A).  Information regarding length of traffic 
noise barrier, distance from receiver to mainlanes and frontage roads, and receiver elevation 
relative to mainlanes and frontage roads is provided in the list below. 
 

• R73: length of barrier 170 feet; 315 feet to mainlanes; 145 feet to frontage road; approximately 
10 feet below mainlanes; same general elevation as frontage road. 

 

• R77: length of barrier 230 feet; 290 feet to mainlanes; 150 feet to frontage road; same general 
elevation as mainlanes; same general elevation as frontage road. 

 

• R94: length of barrier 290 feet; 250 feet to mainlanes; 140 feet to frontage road; same general 
elevation as mainlanes; same general elevation as frontage road. 
 

R84, R84A, R84B:  These receivers represent a swimming pool and 14 apartments, unshielded 
by existing noise barriers or developer walls.  The apartment complex is located between a local 
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roadway (Independence Parkway) that intersects the SRT northbound frontage road and a 
tributary spanned by existing SRT frontage road and mainlane bridges.  The receivers are          
475-600 feet from the mainlanes and 400-515 feet from the frontage road.  The mainlanes are 
built on retaining walls and are 15-30 feet higher in elevation than the adjacent frontage road.  
The receivers are 10-30 feet lower in elevation than the mainlanes and the same general elevation 
as the frontage road.  The area between the frontage road and apartment complex is heavily 
vegetated, with varying topography due to a stream channel between the apartment complex and 
the frontage road.  Traffic noise barriers located along the mainlanes, frontage road, and ROW 
were analyzed. 
 
Results indicated that a traffic noise barrier 777 feet long and 28 feet high placed along the outside 
edge of the mainlanes would not achieve either the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) or the 
design goal of 7 dB(A). 
 
A traffic noise barrier 1,080 feet long and 30 feet high placed on the outside edge of the frontage 
road would not achieve either the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) or the design goal of       
7 dB(A). 
 
A traffic noise barrier 1,380 feet long and 30 feet high placed along the ROW would achieve the 
minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) for one receiver but would not achieve the design goal of 
7 dB(A). 
 
R91:  This receiver represents several potentially-benefited receivers in a golf course adjacent to 
the SRT southbound frontage road.  The golf course is located between Rowlett Creek and a 
developed commercial property.  The adjacent frontage road and mainlanes span Rowlett Creek 
on existing bridges.  The modeled receivers are 250-350 feet from the mainlanes and 160-280 
feet from the frontage road.  The receivers are 15-35 feet lower in elevation than the mainlanes 
and up to 10 feet lower in elevation than the frontage road.  Traffic noise barriers located along 
the mainlanes, frontage road, and ROW were analyzed. 
 
Results indicated that a traffic noise barrier 800 feet long and 25 feet high placed along the outside 
edge of the mainlanes would not achieve either the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) or the 
design goal of 7 dB(A). 
 
A traffic noise barrier 630 feet long and 25 feet high placed on the outside edge of the frontage 
road would achieve the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) but would not achieve the design 
goal of 7 dB(A). 
A traffic noise barrier 430 feet long and 25 feet high placed along the ROW, directly in front of the 
golf course, with a gap provided for Rowlett Creek would satisfy drainage requirements, but the 
resulting discontinuous barrier segments would not achieve either the minimum feasible reduction 
of 5 dB(A) or the design goal of 7 dB(A). 
R93:  This receiver represents several potentially-benefited receivers in a park and pedestrian 
trail on a commercial property adjacent to the SRT southbound frontage road.  The modeled 
receivers are 200-400 feet from the mainlanes and 90-280 feet from the frontage road.  The 
mainlanes and frontage road ramp are built on retaining walls and are approximately 30 feet 
higher in elevation than the receivers at the highest point.  The receivers are at the same general 
elevation as frontage road.  Traffic noise barriers located along the frontage road and the edge of 
the ROW were analyzed. 
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Results indicated that a traffic noise barrier 1,190 feet long and 25 feet high placed on the outside 
edge of the frontage road would not achieve either the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) or 
the design goal of 7 dB(A). 
 
A noise barrier 970 feet long and 25 feet high placed along the ROW, directly in front of the park 
and walking trail with a gap for access to adjacent commercial properties, would not achieve either 
the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) or the design goal of 7 dB(A). 
 
R97A:  This receiver represents four apartments located between a developed commercial 
property and a cross street (McKinney Place Drive).  The apartment complex is adjacent to the 
SRT southbound frontage road, unshielded by existing noise barriers or developer walls.  The 
receivers are 230-260 feet from the mainlanes and approximately 115 feet from the frontage road.  
The receivers are 5-10 feet lower in elevation than the mainlanes and the same general elevation 
as the frontage road.  Traffic noise barriers located along the frontage road and the edge of the 
ROW were analyzed. 
 
A traffic noise barrier 470 feet long and 20 feet high placed on the outside edge of the frontage 
road would not achieve either the minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) or the design goal of      
7 dB(A). 

 
A traffic noise barrier 440 feet long and 18 feet high placed along the ROW would achieve the 
minimum feasible reduction of 5 dB(A) and the design goal of 7 dB(A).  A total of four first row 
receivers would benefit from noise reductions, but the barrier would exceed the reasonable cost 
of $25,000 per benefited receiver. 
 
Proposed Noise Barrier:  A traffic noise barrier for apartments represented by noise receivers 
R39A and R39B would be feasible and reasonable; and was therefore proposed for incorporation 
into the project.  The proposed noise barrier is described below and shown on the Traffic Noise 
Receiver Location Map. 
 
R39A, R39B:  These receivers represent 21 apartments in the Cambria at Coyote Ridge 
Apartments located between developed commercial properties.  The apartment complex is 
adjacent to the SRT southbound frontage road north of Hebron Parkway, and is unshielded by 
existing noise barriers or developer walls.  The receivers are 180-360 feet from the mainlanes 
and 60-220 feet from the frontage road.  The receivers are 10-15 feet lower in elevation than the 
mainlanes and are at the same general elevation as the frontage road.  Traffic noise barriers 
located along the ROW and adjacent to the frontage road were analyzed. 
 
Results indicated that a traffic noise barrier (Barrier 1) along the ROW and adjacent to the frontage 
road north of Hebron Parkway would be both feasible and reasonable.  A noise barrier 1,290 feet 
long and 18 feet high would reduce noise levels by at least 5 dB(A) for 18 first row receivers, as 
well as achieve the 7 dB(A) noise reduction design goal for 11 impacted first row receivers.  The 
total cost of the noise barrier would be $417,960, or $23,220 for each benefited receiver.  
Therefore, Barrier 1 was considered acoustically feasible and cost effective. 
 
On May 17, 2017, the NTTA mailed the attached polling letter and noise barrier survey to the 
owner of the property adjacent to proposed Barrier 1.  On September 28, 2017, the adjacent 
property owner’s representative verbally responded that they were not in favor of the proposed 
barrier being constructed. Consequently, Barrier 1 will not be incorporated into the proposed 
project. The attached memorandum, dated October 16, 2017, summarizes coordination with the 
adjacent property owner during the polling process for proposed Barrier 1. 
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Traffic Noise Contours:  To avoid noise impacts that may result from future development of 
properties adjacent to the project, local officials responsible for land use control programs must 
ensure, to the maximum extent possible, no new activities are planned or constructed along or 
within the predicted (2040) noise impact contours shown in Table 4.

Noise associated with the construction of the project is difficult to predict.  Heavy machinery, the 
major source of noise in construction, is constantly moving in unpredictable patterns.  Although 
construction normally occurs during daylight hours when occasional loud noises are more 
tolerable, frequent nighttime construction is anticipated for the proposed project because it 
involves pouring concrete from the adjacent mainlanes, which would involve lane closures.  
Nighttime construction would be utilized to help minimize disturbance to vehicular traffic.  
Provisions would be included in the plans and specifications that require the contractor to make 
every reasonable effort to minimize construction noise through abatement measures such as 
work-hour controls (i.e., reduced nighttime construction near residential areas) and proper 
maintenance of muffler systems. 
 
A copy of this traffic noise analysis will be available to the public and local officials upon request 
once the environmental document is approved.  The NTTA is not responsible for providing noise 
abatement for new development adjacent to the project that has been permitted (as evidenced 
by the issuance of a building permit) after the environmental document approval date.

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Noise Pollution
Pollution comes in many forms. We’re 
most familiar with air, water and waste 
pollution, but noise is also a pollutant.

The Texas Department of Transportation 
(TxDOT) is concerned with noise, 
especially when it comes from traffic. 
Part of our mission is to ensure that 
programs are environmentally sensitive 
in the safe, effective and efficient 
movement of people and goods. This 
includes identifying and evaluating 
environmental impacts—including 
traffic noise—before transportation 
projects are ever built.1

Traffic Sound
Sound produced by highway traffic 
comes mainly from the tires, engines 
and mufflers of cars and trucks. We 
measure traffic sound in decibels or 
“dB.” The level of traffic sound can 
be determined either by a sound meter 
or a computer program. Its volume 
depends on the number and speed of 
vehicles, the slope of the nearby terrain 
and the distance between the highway 
and listener

Not all sound can be heard by the 
human ear. When we measure sound 
levels, our meters adjust the high and 
low frequencies of traffic sounds to 
match the way the average person 
hears them. This adjustment is called 
A-weighting and is expressed as 
“dBA.”

Also, because traffic sound levels are 
never constant due to the changing 
number, type and speed of vehicles, 
a single value is used to represent the 
average or equivalent sound level or 
“Leq.”

Noise Analysis of
Highway Projects

Traffic Noise Impacts
TxDOT decides that an impact occurs 
when predicted noise levels are:

1 dBA below, equal to or above the 
criteria for a specific activity area. 
For example, an impact occurs at a 
Category B residence at 66 dBA or 
above,

more than 10 dBA higher than 
existing levels in any activity area. 
For example, an impact occurs at a 
Category B residence when the existing 
level is 54 dBA and the predicted level 
is 65 dBA—an 11 dBA increase.

A noise abatement measure is any 
positive action taken to reduce the 
impact of noise from highway traffic on 
an activity area.

The traffic noise abatement measure 
used most often is the construction of 
noise barriers. Other measures include 
managing traffic, moving the highway 
and acquiring undeveloped property 
to serve as a buffer zone between the 
highway and the area affected by traffic 
noise.

Noise barriers are normally solid wall-
like structures built between the noise 
source (highway) and the impacted 
activity area to reduce noise levels. 
Although they are usually constructed 
of concrete or masonry, other materials 
such as wood, stucco and metal can also 
be used.

Barriers can also be formed from earth 
piled into a large mound or berm. 
Though natural in appearance, berms 
require a large area of right-of-way to 
reach the height required to be effective.

Vegetation such as trees, shrubs and 
grasses, though very natural and 
attractive in appearance, offer little 
reduction in noise levels.

TxDOT evaluates proposed noise 
barriers to determine whether they 
would effectively reduce noise at a 
reasonable cost.

Designing noise barriers is a very 
complex process that includes:

•	appearance and ability to blend in 
with the surrounding environment

•	highway features and distances 
between the highway and impacted 
activity areas

•	number and category of impacted 
activity areas

•	access to activity areas from the 
highway for routine and emergency 
traffic

•	adequate visibility around noise 
barriers to ensure motorist and 
pedestrian safety

•	ability of the noise barrier (height, 
length and material) to effectively 
reduce noise level

•	reasonable cost of construction and 
maintenance

•	avoidance of utilities and easements

•	desires of the public

Although the purpose of a noise barrier 
is to reduce noise levels for people 
nearby, no barrier of any design can 
eliminate all traffic noise.

Noise barriers are meant to be a positive 
addition to a neighborhood and are 
normally well received. However, they 
are not always right for all people in all 
neighborhoods.

June 20, 2017 – Kelly Johnson called Ms. Reponia to discuss the proposed noise barrier.  She 

requested a two- to four-week extension to determine a response. She indicated that the 

apartment complex was looking to construct a driveway on the back of the property to connect 

to the Sam Rayburn Tollway frontage road and that they were in the process of coordinating 

with the city for a driveway permit.   

 

June 22, 2017 – Kelly Johnson called Ms. Reponia to let her know that a gap would be necessary 

in the noise barrier if a driveway was constructed, in which case the barrier would not be 

considered reasonable or feasible.  Ms. Reponia was going to take this information into 

consideration regarding their decision of whether they wanted the noise barrier. 

 

August 25, 2017 – Kelly Johnson called to follow-up with Ms. Reponia.  She indicated that they 

were still in process of getting a permit with the city for the driveway.  She would follow-up in a 

month. 

 

September 28, 2017 – Kelly Johnson called to follow-up with Ms. Reponia.  She said that they 

were still pursuing the driveway and determined they would rather have the driveway instead 

of the noise barrier.

The site survey was performed using available schematics that did not include all planned construction 
activities such as potential storm sewers or the precise location of drilled shafts.  Potential hazmat issues 
were determined during the site survey by comparing the proposed project to adjacent and nearby potential 
sources of contamination or waste.  In addition to visual observation and evaluation of the regulatory 
database, distance, topographic gradient, and historical information were factored into the evaluation 
process.   

No visible hazardous materials concerns associated with existing ROW were identified during the site survey.  
All proposed improvements for the SRT project would occur within existing operational ROW, and nearly all 
construction activities would be within the center median of the tollway.  Throughout the SRT corridor, the 
mainlanes and median are on embankment such that most construction activities would be elevated at least 5 
feet above any potential hazardous materials sites near the ROW.  Similarly, the construction of new ramps 
and auxiliary lanes would generally occur on top of embankment that is elevated above potential sources of 
contamination outside of the ROW.  In addition, drainage ditches between the mainlanes and frontage roads, 
and drainage to the outside of frontage roads, would render it difficult for water-borne contaminants from 
outside the ROW to reach any construction areas for proposed improvements; the same would apply to water 
that may migrate laterally through the soil.  In general, and based on an analysis of project design, digital 
elevation data, and recent aerial orthophotography, the construction of the existing SRT facility effectively 
directs roadway runoff away from the facility, and drainage from adjacent properties likewise drains away 
from the SRT ROW rather than toward it.  These circumstances are substantial factors that would hinder 
surface water and groundwater from serving as the means for potential contaminants from nearby facilities to 
migrate to construction areas for the proposed project. 

Several adjacent or nearby facilities were observed during the site survey and also identified in regulatory 
database reports that would be considered low risk to the proposed project during the construction of SRT 
improvements.  Descriptive information regarding each of these sites is included in Sections 5.1 and 5.2, and 
in attached Table 1.  None of the potential issues at these sites were identified as a high risk of environmental 
concern with substantial potential to impact the project.  All were assessed as low environmental risk based 
on proximity, topography, and nature of the hazardous materials site (including regulatory records).

There is no risk of potential 
contamination to the SRT median area due its raised elevation, 
but there is low risk with regard to the ground beneath the 
existing mainlane bridges where shafts for support columns for 
a proposed single-lane bridge between mainlanes would be 
excavated.  Although this area is at the same approximate 
elevation as the LPST site, drainage from the site would be 
intercepted by drainage channels adjacent to the SRT frontage 
road.

The regulatory database indicates this Costco facility has been 
regulated as a large quantity hazardous waste generator since 
2010.  Records also indicate that there have been no violations 
of hazardous waste regulations and no enforcement actions for 
this site.  The nearest proposed SRT improvements would be 
the addition of a bridge lane located between the existing SRT 
mainlane bridges.  While the proposed bridge would be 
elevated at least 15 feet above the Costco site, it is possible 
that potential contamination from the site could migrate to the 
ground beneath the bridges where shafts for support columns 
for the proposed bridge would be excavated.  It is unlikely that 
any surface runoff or subsurface flow from the site would reach 
the SRT mainlane centerline area because site drains 
westward to a nearby pond and concrete-lined channel system 
that flows under SRT bridges located approximately 1,800 feet 
southwest of the property.    In addition, drainage swales on 
both sides of the at-grade southbound SRT frontage road 
would intercept any runoff from the site that may flow 
southward and convey it away from the tollway.

The TCEQ regulatory history for the site indicates the facility 
was determined to be ‘satisfactory’ in terms of compliance in 
2012 and again in 2015.

In accordance with Chapter 26 of the Antiquities Code of Texas (ACT) and the North Texas 
Tollway Authority (NTTA) policy regarding cultural resources, we hereby initiate coordination for 
the subject project.  The NTTA is currently in the planning process to expand the Sam Rayburn 
Tollway (SRT) from Business SH 121 (West) to U.S. Highway 75 (US 75) in Collin, Dallas, and 
Denton Counties, Texas.  The NTTA plans to expand the SRT by adding one mainlane in each 
direction and improve the traffic flow along the SRT by making ramping modifications.  The 
proposed improvements would be financed by the NTTA without federal financial assistance 
and would be constructed entirely within existing operational right-of-way (ROW) owned and 
maintained by the NTTA.  In the event that a federal permit is required for impacts resulting from 
the proposed project, the NTTA would initiate consultation with the lead federal agency in 
compliance with Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act.   
 
The Area of Potential Effects (APE) for the proposed project encompasses approximately 192 
acres, varies from 217 to 630 feet in width, and is approximately 26 miles long.  The APE 
comprises the fraction of the overall 1,566 acres of operational ROW within the project limits 
where existing unpaved surfaces would likely be disturbed to create new pavement or for use as 
construction access and staging.  The proposed project would widen the existing SRT facility 
from six to eight 12-foot mainlanes by adding one interior mainlane in each direction.  
Construction of mainlanes within the SRT median would affect approximately 53 acres of 
ground that is currently unpaved.  An additional 10.5 acres of unpaved ground would be 
disturbed to construct operational improvements (i.e., modifications to ramps and construction 
of auxiliary lanes to improve circulation at existing traffic bottlenecks).  Approximately 4.5 acres 
within the APE would be limited to restriping of existing paved areas, and the remaining 124 
acres of unpaved areas in the APE would be used for temporary workspace.  Refer to 
enclosures for additional project details. 
 
The proposed project would follow the existing horizontal and vertical alignment of the SRT.  
The project would widen 18 existing bridges by adding one to four lanes.  Other than the shafts 
for bridge support columns, impacts would be primarily located near the ground surface within a 
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developed setting.  Vertical impacts of excavation would typically be within 2.5 feet of the 
ground surface and would generally not extend beyond 5 feet of the surface.  Where bridge 
spans would be added to widen existing bridges, drill shafts for support columns would typically 
be drilled to bedrock or up to 50 feet deep in unconsolidated material, depending on site-specific 
soil/geologic conditions.   
 
The enclosed USGS Quadrangle Map illustrates that the APE stretches across a diverse 
topographic setting.  The southwestern portion of the APE, west of Interstate Highway 35E 
(IH 35E), is located within a highly-developed urban setting.  This portion of the SRT is situated 
within the valley floor of Denton Creek, which parallels the SRT to the south.  From IH 35E to 
just south of Carrolton Parkway, the APE is located within the valley floor of the Elm Fork Trinity 
River.  Portions of the APE closest to the Elm Fork Trinity River remain undeveloped and 
covered by a dense riparian corridor; however, the only project-related activity proposed for this 
section of the SRT would be lane restriping on existing bridges, with no potential for ground-
disturbing activity in the Elm Fork Trinity River floodplain floor.  The remaining portion of the 
APE, between Carrolton Parkway and US 75, is predominately located within a rolling upland 
setting that is occasionally dissected by streams and the narrow low-lying valleys associated 
with Cottonwood Creek, Rowlett Creek, West Rowlett Creek, and White Rock Creek.  
 
As shown by the Soil Surveys of Collin, Dallas, and Denton Counties, Texas, there are 28 
mapped soils within the APE.  Approximately 77.4% of the APE contains soils typical of upland 
settings within the Northern Blackland Prairie.  The remaining 22.6% pertains to frequently 
flooded soils near creeks and associated unnamed tributaries.  Soil data was viewed from the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture’s Web Soil Survey.  
 
A background literature and records search was performed to determine the locations of any 
previously conducted archeological surveys, recorded archeological sites, or aboveground 
historical resources located within or near the APE, as well as to determine the need for 
additional cultural resources investigations.  The background research included examination of 
records at the Texas Archeological Research Laboratory, the Texas Historical Commission 
(THC), and the Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) Environmental Affairs Division, via 
the online Texas Archeological Sites Atlas (Atlas), Texas Historical Sites Atlas (THSA), and the 
Historic Bridges of Texas databases.  Site files, relevant maps, National Register of Historic 
Places (NRHP) listings, and State Antiquities Landmarks (SALs) were examined.  Aerial 
photographs and soil survey maps were also examined. 
 
To date, 12 archeological surveys have been conducted within the current APE.  According to 
the Atlas, the most notable of these surveys were conducted for TxDOT within what is now the 
SRT APE in 1994 and 1995 between IH 35E and Business SH 121 (West) and in 1990 between 
Josey Lane and US 75.  Three archeological sites were previously recorded within or directly 
adjacent to the APE (41DN490, 41DN500, and 41DN529).  However, all three archeological 
sites are located within the Elm Fork Trinity River floodplain and would not be impacted by the 
proposed undertaking.  The Atlas illustrates there are 29 recorded archeological sites within 1 
mile of the APE.   
 
The THSA identified one historical marker located directly adjacent to the SRT operational 
ROW.  The marker pertains to Rowlett Creek Cemetery (Marker No. 6196).  However, upon 
further examination of available records, the marker’s location is inaccurate and located within 
Rowlett Creek Cemetery to the south of the SRT operational ROW.  No listed NRHP or SAL 
properties are located within the SRT operational ROW or within 1 mile.

June, southward July-October.  A small plump-bodied, short-necked shorebird that in breeding plumage, 
typically held from May through August, is a distinctive and unique pottery orange color.  Its bill is dark, 
straight and, relative to other shorebirds, short-to-medium in length. After molting in late summer, this 
species is in a drab gray-and-white non-breeding plumage, typically held from September through April.  In 
the non-breeding plumage, the knot might be confused with the omnipresent Sanderling.

Habitat: Primarily 
seacoasts on tidal flats and beaches, herbaceous wetland, and Tidal flat/shore.

Sprague's Pipit Anthus spragueii

Re: Water Quality 

 
The Sam Rayburn Tollway (SRT), formerly known as State Highway (SH) 121, is a regional tolled 
facility that has been serving travelers since 2011 in the northern portion of the Dallas metropolitan 
area.  The SRT extends in a generally northeasterly direction through the Cities of Coppell, 
Lewisville, Carrollton, The Colony, Frisco, Plano, McKinney, Allen, and Fairview.  This tollway 
serves both local and through traffic and has become an integral component of the regional 
transportation network.  The North Texas Tollway Authority (NTTA) is proposing to widen the 
existing facility from six to eight lanes by constructing two additional mainlanes (one in each 
direction) from Business SH 121 (West) to its eastern terminus at United States Highway 75 
(US 75).  The proposed project also includes the addition of auxiliary and other lanes, as needed, 
to assist with traffic flow in localized areas near major cross street intersections that are currently 
experiencing bottleneck conditions during peak travel times.   
 
The proposed project limits and logical termini are from Business SH 121 (West) to US 75, a 
distance of approximately 26 miles.  The SRT extends through Dallas, Denton, and Collin 
Counties, Texas (see Project Location Map).  Because the addition of a fourth lane in each 
direction would occur to the inside of the existing facility, no additional right-of-way (ROW) would 
be required.  Other lane improvements would also be constructed within the existing ROW to 
enhance operational efficiency.   
 
The purpose of this technical memorandum is to evaluate the likelihood that the proposed project 
could exacerbate the already impaired water quality of two streams that receive stormwater runoff 
from traffic operations of the SRT post-construction.  Other potential impacts of the proposed 
project on water resources were evaluated and documented in the Scope Development Tool 
(SDT), such as potential impacts to water features subject to the jurisdiction of Section 404 of the 
Clean Water Act (CWA),1 navigable waters, floodplains, and federal flood control projects.  
Assessment during the initial stage of project design of the potential impacts of planned SRT 
improvements indicated no basis for concern regarding these and other aspects of water 
resources.  This determination was made in light of impacts expected to be either nonexistent or 
negligible, or because anticipated compliance with mandatory regulatory requirements such as a 
stormwater permit during tollway construction would reduce impacts to acceptably minimal levels 
set by the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ).   
 
Since the preparation of the SDT, the schematic design for the proposed project has been 
completed and field visits to evaluate habitat and impacts have been made, but the findings 
recorded in the SDT pertaining to the none-to-negligible impacts to water resources remain intact.

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For these reasons, the only aspect of potential impacts to water resources requiring further 
consideration in this memorandum relates to the water quality of two streams that are listed by 
the TCEQ as impaired, pursuant to Section 303(d) of the CWA.2  
 
Background 

The TCEQ evaluates water bodies in the state and identifies in its biennial Texas Integrated 
Report for CWA Sections 305(b) and 303(d) (hereinafter “Texas Integrated Report”) those water 
bodies that do not meet the Texas 2010 Surface Water Quality Standards.3  Part of the Texas 
Integrated Report is the Texas Water Quality Inventory and 303(d) List, which includes all 
monitored water bodies that do not meet water quality standards or are threatened for at least 
one designated use by one or more pollutants.  The Section 303(d) List describes the status of 
water quality in all monitored surface water bodies of the state evaluated for a given assessment 
period.  The 2014 Texas Integrated Report,4 approved by the U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency on November 19, 2015, is the most recent water quality report issued by the TCEQ. 
 
The 2014 Texas Integrated Report indicates there are two streams with impaired water quality 
that are proximate to the SRT.  One of the streams, Rowlett Creek, crosses the SRT just east of 
Exchange Parkway.  The SRT does not cross the second stream, Wilson Creek, but tollway runoff 
north of the SRT/US 75 interchange drains to Wilson Creek, which is approximately 1 mile 
downstream (northeast) of the SRT northern terminus.  Stormwater runoff along this tollway 
segment drains into a stream channel located roughly parallel to and within 500 feet of the SRT 
and SH 5, which is an unnamed tributary to Wilson Creek.  The locations of all TCEQ-monitored 
water bodies within or near the SRT ROW are shown in the Water Quality Monitored Streams 
Map.  These two streams are listed as impaired due to the bacterium Escherichia coli (hereinafter 
E. coli).  Relevant pages relating to water quality sampling results for these two streams are 
included in the Texas Integrated Report Excerpts.  The Texas Integrated Report indicates that 
the source of E. coli contamination in Rowlett Creek is from discharges from the Municipal 
Separate Storm Sewer System, but the report lists ‘unknown’ regarding the source of E. coli in 
Wilson Creek.   
 
This memorandum examines whether the proposed improvements to the SRT could contribute a 
constituent of concern that could exacerbate the survival of E. coli populations in Rowlett Creek 
and Wilson Creek.  The discussion below reviews the potential sources of E. coli as well as 
potential sources of nutrition when this species is found in surface streams.  The analysis then 
examines available information as to the constituents of highway runoff to qualitatively assess 
whether stormwater runoff from the SRT could be likely to increase the levels of E. coli by 
providing a source of nutrition for this bacterium.  
 
Source and Nutritional Requirements of E. coli  

It is generally understood that E. coli bacteria live in the gastrointestinal tract of humans and many 
other mammals.5  As a heterotrophic organism, E. coli normally lives by biosynthesizing the food 
ingested by its host.  In particular, E. coli requires a ready source of carbon and energy to thrive, 
and these are obtained from glucose molecules, as well as proteins and fats, found in the host’s 
digestive tract.  Other molecules necessary for the bacteria to survive are common requirements

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of cellular biology, including disodium phosphate, monopotassium phosphate, ammonium 
chloride, sodium chloride, calcium chloride, and magnesium sulfate.6   
 
Because E. coli bacteria are generally associated with mammalian hosts, the presence of E. coli 
bacteria in streams and lakes is an indicator of a pathway to fecal material.  Such sources include 
agricultural operations involving the spreading of manure on land, but in urban environments may 
also be linked to defecation by pets and leaks in sanitary sewers that can contaminate the runoff 
from storm sewer systems.  The fact that E. coli can continue to survive for a time outside a host 
depends on the bacterium’s ability to find alternate carbon, nitrogen, phosphorus, and sulfur 
sources.  The combination of warm temperatures and relatively high concentrations of nutrients 
(e.g., manure or fertilizers) enable E. coli to persist in the environment in some areas.7   
 
The watersheds of the two impaired streams were examined in the vicinity of the SRT to assist in 
shedding light on possible sources of E. coli.  As shown in the Impaired Streams Watershed 
Map, Rowlett Creek crosses the SRT in the headwaters subwatershed of this stream that 
stretches for approximately 34 miles from its beginning to its confluence with Lake Ray Hubbard. 
Throughout its length, the Rowlett Creek watershed is almost entirely urbanized primarily with 
residential neighborhoods.  As the closest water quality monitoring station is approximately 9 
miles downstream from the point where this creek crosses the SRT, no water quality sampling 
data are available and proximate to the SRT to support a finding as to whether the stream is 
impaired at the point it crosses the tollway.  Wilson Creek extends for a length of approximately 
31 miles and ends with its confluence with Lake Lavon.  The water sampling location for Wilson 
Creek is located in the upper portion of its watershed, and is shown on the Impaired Streams 
Watershed Map.  The land contributing to Wilson Creek upstream of the sampling location is 
mostly agricultural, containing crop farming, in addition to cattle ranches and horse farms.  The 
combination of land deposition or application of manure, combined with nutrients from fertilizers, 
may account for the relatively high level of E. coli in Wilson Creek. 
 
Constituents of Highway Runoff  

A literature search was conducted to ascertain the types of constituents expected to be found in 
stormwater runoff from operating highways.  In general, the most common contaminants in 
highway runoff are suspended solids that accumulate on the road surface as a result of regular 
highway operation and maintenance activities.  In addition to the dust and soil particles that are 
blown onto highway surfaces or become dislodged from moving vehicles, heavy metals, inorganic 
salts, and aromatic hydrocarbons are typically present in smaller amounts in road runoff.  During 
winter months, deicing and sanding practices may leave elevated concentrations of chloride, 
sodium, and calcium on the roadway surface.  Ordinary operations and the wear and tear of 
vehicles also result in the deposition of oil, grease, rust, tire rubber particles, and solid materials 
on the highway surface.   
 
The ability to predict highway runoff quality is limited by the many variables that combine to make 
each storm event unique.  Differences in antecedent dry conditions, rainfall intensity, traffic 
volume, surrounding land use, highway surface type, and drainage method result in a wide range 
of concentrations for many of the pollutants observed in runoff.  Throughout the mid-1980s, the

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Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) conducted extensive nationwide studies to identify 
highway runoff constituents, determine amounts in runoff relative to roadway types and traffic 
conditions, and assess the potential impacts to surface water resources.  The culmination of those 
studies was the development of a predictive methodology to estimate pollutant loadings from 
highway stormwater runoff.8  The FHWA’s studies indicated that principal constituents in highway 
runoff were total suspended solids (TSS), volatile suspended solids (VSS), total organic carbon, 
chemical oxygen demand (COD), nitric oxides, potassium, phosphorous, copper, lead, and zinc.   
 
Since the FHWA’s studies, state highway departments have generated and applied predictive 
models to estimate constituents of highway runoff.  These models have increased the number of 
constituents studied, enabling predictive models that focus on TSS and other constituents 
addressed by the FHWA’s methodology, including the following: oil and grease, non-filterable 
residue, filterable residue, biological oxygen demand (BOD), boron, cadmium, calcium, 
carbonates, chlorides, chromium, iron, magnesium, manganese, mercury, molybdenum, nickel, 
silica, sodium, and sulfate.  In a study completed in 2004 in North Carolina, TSS, total dissolved 
solids, and COD, in addition to heavy metals (especially copper and zinc), were found to be the 
primary contaminants from the highway runoff.9  Although a wide variety of the above-mentioned 
constituents was also examined, these generally followed a pattern of relatively insignificant loads 
and concentrations in runoff.  A 2009 highway study in Wisconsin found that contaminant loads 
from runoff emphasized TSS and phosphorus, in addition to contribution from zinc, copper, and 
COD.10 
 
The common thread in studies that examine the constituents of concern from highway runoff is 
that the types of organic molecules that could support E. coli (e.g., glucose, proteins, fats) are 
either not found in highway runoff or are of insignificant quantity or concern to warrant serious 
study.  Moreover, as a practical matter, there is simply very little opportunity for food sources for 
E. coli to be deposited on highway surfaces, other than as discarded food or other litter.    
 
Conclusion  

This technical memorandum has made a qualitative evaluation of the nutrition needs for E. coli 
as compared to the probable types of constituents expected in stormwater runoff from the SRT.  
While E. coli primarily requires glucose, proteins, and fats to sustain life, highway runoff is 
characterized by TSS, petroleum-based hydrocarbons, and heavy metals.  As there is a general 
mismatch between nutritional requirements of E. coli and the constituents in highway runoff, it is 
not expected that the proposed improvements to the SRT would contribute a constituent of 
concern to the elevated levels of E. coli in Rowlett Creek and Wilson Creek.

As required under Sections 303(d) and 305(b) of the federal Clean Water Act, this list identifies the water bodies in or 

bordering Texas for which effluent limitations are not stringent enough to implement water quality standards, and for which the 

associated pollutants are suitable for measurement by maximum daily load.

In addition, the TCEQ also develops a schedule identifying Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDLs) that will be initiated in the 

next two years for priority impaired waters.  Issuance of permits to discharge into 303(d)-listed water bodies is described in the 

TCEQ regulatory guidance document Procedures to Implement the Texas Surface Water Quality Standards (June 2010, 

RG-194).

Impairments are limited to the geographic area described by the Assessment Unit and identified with a six or seven-digit

Project	Description/Background	

The Sam Rayburn Tollway (SRT), formerly known as State Highway (SH) 121, is a 
regional tolled facility that has been serving travelers since 2011 in the northern 
portion of the Dallas metropolitan area.  The SRT extends in a generally northeasterly 
direction through the Cities of Coppell, Lewisville, Carrollton, The Colony, Frisco, Plano, 
McKinney, Allen, and Fairview.  This tollway serves both local and through traffic and 
has become an integral component of the regional transportation network.  The North 
Texas Tollway Authority (NTTA) is proposing to widen the existing facility from six to 
eight lanes by constructing two additional mainlanes (one in each direction) from 
Business SH 121 (West) to its eastern terminus at United States Highway 75 (US 75). 
The proposed project also includes the addition of auxiliary and other lanes, as 
needed, to assist with traffic flow in localized areas near major cross street 
intersections that are currently experiencing bottleneck conditions during peak times.     

The proposed project limits are from Business SH 121 (West) to US 75, a distance of 
approximately 26 miles. The SRT extends through Dallas, Denton, and Collin Counties, 
Texas.  Because the addition of a fourth lane in each direction would occur to the 
inside of the existing facility, no additional right-of-way (ROW) would be required.  
Other lane improvements would also be constructed within the existing ROW to 
enhance-operational-efficiency.

RESPONSE	TO	COMMENT	#2	
In	accordance	with	NTTA	policy,	a	traffic	noise	analysis	for	the	proposed	SRT	project	was	
conducted	 in	 accordance	 with	 federal	 regulations	 and	 Guidelines	 for	 Analysis	 and	
Abatement	 of	 Roadway	 Traffic	 Noise	 published	 by	 TxDOT.	 As	 specified	 in	 those	
guidelines,	traffic	noise	modeling	was	performed	for		those	properties	located	adjacent	
to	 the	 SRT	 that	 contain	 areas	 of	 frequent	 human	 activity.	 Accordingly,	 as	 the	
Commenter’s	property	 is	not	 situated	adjacent	 to	 the	SRT,	 and	 the	property	between	
the	Commenter	and	the	SRT	is	undeveloped,	no	specific	noise	receivers	were	identified	
for	the	undeveloped	property.	However,	noise	modeling	was	performed	to	establish	the	
distance	 away	 from	 the	 SRT	 at	which	 there	would	 be	 no	 actionable	 noise	 impacts	 to	
residential	 properties.	 The	 noise	 impact	 distance	 (i.e.,	 traffic	 noise	 contour)	 was	
determined	to	be	400	feet	from	the	SRT	ROW	for	a	residential	receiver.	This	information	
was	 obtained	 for	 contour	 noise	 receivers	 located	 near	 the	 Commenter’s	 home	 at	 a	
comparable	 distance	 from	 the	 SRT.	 Based	 on	 these	 results,	 the	 Commenter’s	 home	
would	not	have	indicated	a	noise	impact	even	if	it	had	been	designated	as	a	receiver	in	
the	traffic	noise	analysis.	For	both	of	the	foregoing	reasons,	any	mitigation	for	the	noise	
concerns	raised	by	the	Commenter	would	not	be	warranted	under	federal, TxDOT,	and	
NTTA policies	and	practices.		

COMMENT	#3	–	Written	
Regarding	the	addition	of	a	fourth	lane	to	the	Sam	Rayburn	Tollway,	this	project	should	
not	be	started	without	consideration	for	noise	abatement.	I	live	in	Plantation	Springs	(on	
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Rio	Secco	Road)	in	Frisco	with	my	home	exposed	to	all	the	noise	from	SRT.	It	has	already	
impacted	our	ability	to	use	and	enjoy	our	backyard	and	has	affected	the	price	of	homes	
in	this	area.

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COMMENT	#5	

Project	is	not	contained	within	the	operational	right	of	way.	

The	project	is	a	continuation	of	the	Intersection	of	Highway	75	and	the	SRT	design	and	construction.	In	
increasing	 the	 flow	 through	 the	 current	 drainage	 culverts,	 the	 problem	 amount	 of	 water	 at	 high	
velocity	 and	 speed	 is	 only	 magnified.	 As	 stated	 to	 NTTA	 and	 TxDOT	 numerous	 times,	 we	 are	
experiencing	flash	flooding	on	Sloan	Creek.	From	the	11/27/15	rainfall	event,	we	are	experiencing	fifty	
year	flow	depths	from	an	approx.	2	year	event.	The	debris	lines,	rain	gage	data,	pressure	transducers,	
and	 forensic	geology	have	been	used	 to	 locate	 the	problem	areas	 in	need	of	 study	and	modeling	 to	
have	a	safe	project.	Slabs	of	concrete	of	up	to	2	tons	are	being	transported	down	the	channel.	

The	scope	of	the	project	is	readily	determined	by	the	areas	affected	by	debris	flows,	increased	erosion,	
increased	flow	depths,	and	channel	and	overbank	deposition.	

With	 the	 50	 year	 storms	 occurring	 on	 a	 2	 year	 interval,	 this	 is	 equivalent	 to	 the	 Roman	 mining	
technique	known	as	hushing	or	hydraulic	mining	in	today’s	terms.	Many	tons	of	iron	sulfides	have	been	
produced	 as	 lag	 deposits	 in	 the	 channel.	 Minor	 amounts	 of	 lead	 mainly	 from	 artifacts	 has	 been	
produced.	Trace	amounts	of	copper,	silver,	gold,	emeralds,	and	turquoise	have	also	been	found	in	the	
lag	deposits	(mainly	artifacts).	

RESPONSE	TO	COMMENT	#5	

These comments appear to concern existing conditions as opposed to concerns directly linked to the 
proposed project.  The scope of this project relates solely to the widening of SRT.  This is not a 
reevaluation of the existing improvements or the previous environmental assessment.  

All construction activities for the proposed SRT Fourth Lane Widening Project would occur within the 
existing operational ROW of the SRT.    The schematic design of the proposed project included an 
initial assessment of the adequacy of existing drainage structures to accommodate future 
stormwater runoff from the facility, as well as cross drainage of streams such as Sloan Creek. 
However, at the schematic level of engineering design, no changes to existing drainage structures 
were recommended.  Final design of the proposed SRT Fourth Lane Widening Project will include a 
review of the adequacy of the drainage structures within the SRT ROW, and design changes to the 
SRT would be implemented at that point, as warranted. 

COMMENT	#6	

The	project	has	impacts	on	the	local	community	and	property.	

1. With	 the	 hydraulic	mining	 of	 the	 channel,	 the	 impacts	will	 be	 in	 erosion,	 debris	 flows,	 flash
flooding,	hazardous	slopes,	removal	of	the	riparian	plant	and	animal	community	from	along	the
channel	banks,	decrease	in	bottomland	hardwood	forest	for	at	 least	the	first	5000	feet	below
Hwy.	75.	This	area	also	includes	the	risk	to	the	Hwy.	5	Bridge,	with	current	severe	damage.
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With	 development	 in	 the	 area,	 the	 channel	 slopes	 were	 to	 remain	 natural	 to	 help	 prevent	
erosion	of	the	banks	and	for	scenic	appeal.	If	the	stream	bank	armoring	had	been	left	in	place,	
it	would	have	been	a	natural	deterrent	to	erosion.	This	affects	the	original	planning	and	zoning	
of	the	area.	

Farther	down	the	channel,	there	is	still	increased	erosion	and	high	velocity/speed	water.	Large	
amounts	of	debris	and	sediment	are	suspended	in	the	flow.	This	continues	to	near	Hwy.	1378.	

Below,	Hwy.,	 1378	 channel	 and	overbank	deposition	 is	 a	 problem.	Heritage	Ranch	personnel	
have	 stated	an	 increase	of	$200,000	 to	300,000	maintenance	and	 impairment	 costs	per	 year	
due	to	channel	flows.	

From	Heritage	Ranch	to	Lake	Lavon	suspended	solids	remain	in	suspension	for	long	periods	of	
time	increasing	the	observed	turbidity	in	Lake	Lavon.	

2. With	 undercutting	 of	 stream	 banks,	 some	 houses	 along	 Sloan	 Creek	 Parkway	 will	 become
unsafe	with	relocation	of	people.

With	 channel	 and	 overbank	 deposition,	 some	 houses	 along	 Camino	 Real	 will	 experience
increased	flooding.	If	the	channel	becomes	blocked	by	debris,	fast	water	may	be	deflected	into
these	houses	and	property.	Some	people	will	need	relocation.

RESPONSE	TO	COMMENT	#6	

These comments appear to concern existing conditions as opposed to concerns directly linked to the 
proposed project.   Please see the response to Comment #5 regarding a review of the adequacy of 
the drainage system. 

COMMENT	#7	

Project	has	significant	impacts	on	natural,	cultural,	recreational,	and	other	resources.	

Significant	 impacts	on	natural	 resources	 include	 the	 loss	of	 the	 riparian	habitat	along	over	a	mile	of	
channel.	 This	 includes	 the	 loss	 of	 bottomland	 hardwood	 forest.	 Ferns,	 sedges,	 nightshades,	 black	
walnuts,	 pecans,	 and	 grapvines	have	been	particularly	 hard	hit.	Many	of	 the	mature	 trees	 including	
ashes,	walnuts,	bois	d’arcs,	and	elms	have	been	undermined	by	the	channel.	Some	pecans	have	been	
lost	due	to	the	drainage	of	the	stream	bank	aquifers.	Nesting	habitat	for	the	various	turtles,	including	
snapping	turtles,	has	been	seriously	impacted.	

Cultural	 resources	being	 lost	 to	erosion	 include	Pleistocene	horse	and	mammoth	 fossils	as	 the	older	
terraces	are	eroded.	Fossils	with	Pyrite	replacement	are	being	eroded.	

Round	 balls,	Minnie	 balls,	 old	 ammunition,	 coins	 over	 100	 years	 old,	 rings,	 old	marbles,	 and	 other	
artifacts	 over	 50	 years	 old	 have	 been	 found	 in	 the	 channel	 lag	 deposits.	Minor	 amounts	 of	 broken	
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turquoise	have	been	found	in	the	channel	from	the	Indian	trading	period.	An	old	mono	and	metate	was	
found	to	the	west	near	Posey	Road	(abandoned)	and	exhibited	at	the	Heard	Museum	for	a	number	of	
years.		

The	 H&TC	 Bridge	 Historic	 Landmark	 (1872,	 National	 Register	 of	 Historic	 Places)	 is	 actively	 being	
destroyed	by	the	flows	from	NTTA	and	TxDOT	drainage	structures.	The	structure	is	being	abraded	by	
concrete	debris	of	over	a	 ton	and	routine	debris	 flows.	The	undercut	and	 loosened	blocks	are	easily	
transported	by	water	velocities	 that	 the	bridge	was	not	designed	to	handle	on	a	 frequent	basis.	The	
Corps	of	Engineers	literature	can	be	used	to	determine	the	original	design	flow.	A	section	house	was	
located	just	to	the	south	of	Bush	Road	to	help	maintain	the	structure.	

The	planned	trail	system	of	Fairview	was	originally	planned	to	be	on	the	terrace	deposits	of	the	incised	
channel	 along	 the	 flowing	water.	 The	 later	 designed	 trail	was	 to	 hug	 the	 upper	 bank,	which	 is	 now	
being	undercut.	The	mature	bottomland	hardwood	forest	is	being	removed	by	the	flash	flooding	and	
debris	 flows.	The	 flash	 flooding	and	debris	 flows	are	an	attractive	nuisance,	which	pose	a	danger	 to	
anyone	using	the	future	park	are	along	the	channel.	What	water	activities	pose	a	definite	problem,	due	
to	the	debris,	boulders,	and	flashy	nature	of	the	channel.	

Flash	flooding	can	occur	in	a	matter	of	seconds	with	saves	being	3	to	4	feet	in	height.	On	5.21.13,	I	was	
almost	knocked	off	my	feet	and	into	a	barbed	wire	fence	with	a	late	arriving,	relatively	small	wave	from	
a	much	earlier	storm.	

Debris	flows	over	three	feet	deep	have	been	encountered	over	the	last	few	years,	while	doing	repair	
work	 to	 fences.	 These	 flows	 consist	 of	mud,	 gravel,	 cobbles,	 boulders,	woody	 debris,	 and	water.	 In	
crossing	 the	 debris	 flow	 up	 to	 a	 day	 later	 and	 after	 the	 flow	 of	water	 in	 the	 creek	 has	 subsided,	 a	
person	can	instantly	find	themselves	sunk	in	over	2	feet	of	gravel	and	boulders.	It	is	extremely	difficult	
to	extract	yourself	from	this	material.	If	you	happen	on	one	of	these	deposits	soon	after	a	heavy	rain,	
any	 slight	movement	 at	 the	downstream	 toe	 can	 cause	 instant	 remobilization	of	 the	 flow.	With	 the	
near	vertical	streambanks,	it	would	be	extremely	difficult	to	reach	a	safe	position.	

Work	by	Fairview	and	Huitt-Zollar	Consultants	has	been	impacted	by	the	flash	flooding	occurring	along	
the	channel.	One	prospect	of	using	small	grade	stabilization	structures	in	the	channel,	to	help	remedy	
the	rapid	breakdown	and	erosion	of	the	wacke,	is	now	in	questions.	With	the	proposed	location	having	
to	 deal	with	 two	 or	more	 times	 the	 depth	 of	 flood	water	 from	 a	 2	 year	 storm,	 the	 small	 structure	
would	be	significantly	overtopped	with	erosion	causing	failure	through	the	abutments.	The	magnitude	
of	the	flash	flood	has	made	this	option	unrealistic.	

The	 idea	 of	widening	 the	 bottom	width	 of	 the	 channel	 to	make	 the	wacke	 nonerosive	 is	 becoming	
much	more	 expensive.	 As	 the	 velocity	 of	 the	water	 is	 increased	 and	 time	 of	 concentration	 of	 peak	
flows	 is	decreased,	 the	project	becomes	much	more	expensive.	Peak	velocities	 that	are	 transporting	
the	2	ton	slabs	need	to	be	determined.	From	literature,	this	velocity	would	exceed	16’/sec.	These	peak	
velocities	affect	the	use	of	gabions	and	concrete	liners.	
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RESPONSE	TO	COMMENT	#7	

These comments appear to concern existing conditions as opposed to concerns directly linked to the 
proposed project.  This project proposes to add only 20’ of additional pavement width within the 
existing SRT ROW. This project increases the impervious area of the right of way by less than 5%.

With regard to impacts to cultural and natural resources, the project was cleared with the Texas 
Historical Commission, which included a review of adjoining properties.  Furthermore, coordination 
with the Texas Historical Commission occurred prior to the original construction of the SRT.  Further 
review is not necessary. 

COMMENT	#8	

Project	has	significant	water	quality	impact.	

The	high	velocity	water	from	the	underground	drainage	of	Hwy	75	and	SRT,	rapidly	erodes	the	wacke	
stone	 of	 the	 Austin	 Chalk.	 This	 fine	 grained	material	 and	 the	 thin	 bentonite	 layers	 form	 a	mixture	
similar	 to	 drilling	mud	 that	 can	 stay	 in	 suspension	 for	 days.	 Along	with	 the	 debris	 flows,	 there	 is	 a	
serious	amount	of	suspended	solids	in	the	water	as	it	flows	on	into	Lake	Lavon.	Not	only	does	this	have	
an	impact	on	the	quality,	but	also	the	quality	of	water	available	from	Lake	Lavon.	

Without	 borrow	 ditches	 or	 significant	 detention	 areas,	 there	 is	 little	 chance	 for	 removal	 of	 heavy	
metals	and	other	hydrocarbons	from	the	storm	water.	

RESPONSE	TO	COMMENT	#8	

See response to Comment #7.  Current studies indicate that runoff is not materially impacted 

by the proposed project.   

COMMENT	#9	

Project	will	have	a	significant	impact	on	travel	patterns.	

Erosion	of	 the	 foundation	and	abutments	of	 the	Hwy.	5	bridge,	will	eventually	 lead	 to	a	 failure.	The	
eroded	remains	of	the	concrete	still	under	the	bridge	has	already	piped.	The	traffic	on	Hwy.	5	would	
have	to	be	rerouted	to	Hwy.	75	or	1378,	which	are	both	already	congested.	

With	the	high	velocities	and	the	chatter	of	the	culverts	under	Hwy.	75,	the	 life	span	of	the	structure	
has	been	impacted.	Bedding	and	drain	fill	continue	to	be	lost	due	to	piping.	Iron	rust	has	appeared	on	
the	 joints	 and	 cracks	 in	 the	pipe.	 The	 iron	 rust	 is	 an	 indication	of	 the	breakdown	of	 the	 reinforcing	
elements	 of	 the	 box	 culverts.	Many	 of	 the	 relief	 drains	 are	 plugged,	 gaskets	 blow	 inward,	 and	 the	
grouting	has	not	stopped	the	loss	of	fines	and	rain	fill.	Cracks	occur	in	the	concrete	head	walls	that	can	
be	followed	through	the	side	roads	cross	the	main	lanes,	a	cross	the	concreate	lean	barriers,	through	
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the	lanes	in	the	opposite	direction,	barriers,	and	through	the	side	roads	to	the	opposing	head	walls.	In	
adding	water	at	higher	velocities	to	the	situation	from	the	widening	of	SRT,	the	problem	will	become	
worse.	

Original	 structure	 lasted	 from	1957	 to	1997,	being	a	 two	barrel,	poured	concrete	structure.	The	box	
culverts	 installed	 in	1997	and	replaced	 in	2009,	had	the	engineers	being	concerned	 for	 the	safety	of	
people	inspecting	the	cracked,	degraded	culverts.	The	Jacobs	engineers	were	concerned	from	a	safety	
standpoint	 about	 the	 added	 surcharge	 being	 placed	 on	 the	 1997	 culverts	 from	 the	 underground	
drainage.	A	similar	question	about	safety	of	the	culverts	in	2017	would	be	the	same	today	as	in	2009.	

RESPONSE	TO	COMMENT	#9	

These comments appear to concern existing conditions as opposed to concerns directly linked to the 
proposed project. The comment addresses the adequacy of drainage structures associated with 
roadways owned and managed by TxDOT.  Assessing such matters is beyond the scope of the NTTA’s 
study to develop the schematic design of the proposed SRT Fourth Lane Widening Project.   

COMMENT	#10	

Other	impacts	on	environmental	activity.	

The	undercutting	of	banks	and	velocities	above	the	6	feet	per	second	as	predicted	by	TxDOT	and	NTTA	
should	 lead	 to	 placing	 warning	 signs	 along	 the	 creek	 to	 meet	 U.S.	 Occupational	 Health	 and	 Safety	
regulations	 for	 farm	workers	and	first	 responders.	With	the	high	velocities,	 remove	reading	pressure	
transducers	 should	 be	 connected	 into	 the	 early	warning	 system	 for	 the	 first	 responders	 and	people	
living	and	working	along	the	channel.	

Work	should	follow	the	Texas	Engineering	and	Geoscientist	Practice	Acts	for	the	protection	of	health,	
safety,	property,	and	welfare	of	 the	public.	Work	should	be	done	with	professional	service	contracts	
without	 limiting	 the	 scope	 of	 the	 work	 to	 the	 TxDOT	 and	 NTTA	 right	 of	 way.	 Professional	 contract	
engineers,	hydrologists,	and	geologists	should	determine	the	scope	of	the	work	to	protect	the	Public.	
Contracting	for	professional	work	serves	no	purpose,	when	the	professionals	can	hide	behind	TxDOT	
and	NTTA’s	sovereign	protection.	If	the	contract	professionals	do	not	remain	financially	responsible	for	
their	work,	the	Public	is	being	defrauded	and	placed	in	harms	way.

Main	areas	would	be	in	the	delineated	
areas	of	debris	flows	and	50	year	plus	storm	depths	form	2	year	events	or	greater.	Decreasing	Manning	
numbers	by	erosion	of	vegetation	and	alluvial	deposits	will	continue	to	 increase	the	overall	speed	of	
the	water	from	increasing	velocities.

Railroad	Bridge.		The	site	is	about	one	half	mile	from	the	NTTA	and	TxDOT	right	of	way.	

From	 personal	 communication	 with	 Lindy	 Fisher	 and	 others,	 the	 1854	 Great	 Northern	 Mail	 Route	
crossed	the	channel	in	the	vicinity	of	the	railroad	bridge	and	Hwy.	5.		This	is	supported	by	a	U.S.	Mail	
Sign	found	by	Glen	W.	Petefish.	

Seems	as	if	the	THC	needs	to	be	contacted	about	the	archeology	and	NRHP,	before	additional	work	is	
planned.			

RESPONSE	TO	COMMENT	#12	

These comments appear to concern existing conditions as opposed to concerns directly linked to the 
proposed project. The Commenter refers to the second paragraph on page 2 of the coordination 
letter to the Texas Historical Commission (THC), which includes a general description of a highway 
corridor spanning 26 miles.  Within this context, the reference to four streams the SRT crosses 
provides a sampling of streams crossed but does not purport to be an exhaustive listing.  The report 
is accompanied by exhibits on an aerial photograph base map that indicates numerous stream 
features are crossed by the SRT.   
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The Commenter identified two railroad features in the vicinity of the proposed project’s northern 
terminus.  As stated in the NTTA’s coordination letter to the THC, the Area of Potential Effects (APE) 
was limited to the existing SRT ROW because all construction activities would occur within the 
central portion of an established highway corridor.    

In light of the nature of the proposed project, findings from previous cultural resources 
investigations, and the purpose of the coordination letter, further coordination with the THC is not 
warranted.   

COMMENT	#13	

Biological	Evaluation	Form	

Yes,	the	project	would	affect	the	habitat	of	threatened	or	endangered	species,	since	it	involves	a	large	
amount	 of	 riparian	 area	 and	 bottomland	 hardwood	 forest	 off	 the	 right of way.	 Debris	 flows	would	
involve	about	a	mile	of	channel,	while	increased	erosion	and	high	velocity	water	would	impact	about	2	
and	½	miles	of	channel.	A	 rough	estimate	on	 impacted	area	would	be	about	9	acres	of	wetland	and	
riparian	area.	This	are	increases	rapidly	with	the	amount	of	stream	bank	area	included,	when	including	
over	30’	width.

Yes,	the	project	has	impacts	on	one	or	more	Waters	of	the	U.S.	or	wetlands.	Specifically,	this	includes	
the	Lower	Sloan	Creek	and	Lake	Lavon.		This	includes	the	area	of	widening	in	Sloan	Creek	with	loss	of	
riparian	 and	 wetland	 resources.	 	 These	 areas	 are	 expected	 to	 be	 disrupted	 permanently	 from	 the	
project.	Recovery	of	riparian	slopes	would	be	expected	to	take	at	least	30	years	from	the	Halff	Report.	

RESPONSE	TO	COMMENT	#14	

The environmental study for the proposed SRT Fourth Lane Widening Project considered the 
potential for the project to cause impacts to streams and other water features.  Construction 
activities for the proposed project near its crossing of Sloan Creek would be limited to the addition of 
two shoulder lanes within the existing SRT median, and no construction activity would occur in 
Sloan Creek or Lake Lavon. 
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Accordingly, coordination with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service pursuant to the FWCA is 
not warranted. 

COMMENT	#15	

TPWD	Analysis	Section	

Yes,	 the	 project	 is	 within	 range	 of	 a	 state	 threatened	 or	 endangered	 species	 or	 SGCN	 and	 suitable	
habitat	 is	 present.	 The	 parkland	 area	 through	 the	 town	 of	 Fairview	 represents	 a	 prime	 habitat	 for	
threatened	and	endangered	species.	The	area	is	used	by	migratory	species	such	as	ducks,	geese,	and	
herons.	 Owls,	 hawks,	 road	 runners	 are	 common.	 Snakes,	 skunks,	 and	 turtles	 of	 various	 types	 are	
common	throughout	the	area.	

Yes,	 the	project	contains	areas	of	 isolated	wetlands	outside	of	 the	SRT	and	TxDOT	ROW	that	will	be	
directly	impacted	by	the	project.	This	involves	the	debris	flows	and	increased	erosion	by	the	drainage	
systems	of	Hwy.	75	and	SRT.	Damages	are	expected	to	increase	with	the	increased	drainage	from	SRT.	

Yes,	the	project	would	impact	over	0.10	acre	of	riparian	vegetation.	Roughly	the	stream	banks	for	2.5	
miles	below	the	project.	

Yes,	 there	 is	 a	 discrepancy	 between	 the	 actual	 habitat	 and	 EMST	mapped	 habitat.	 Affected	 area	 of	
Sloan	 Creek	 and	 Lake	 Lavon	 have	 not	 been	 taken	 in	 to	 account.	 SRT	 has	 not	 discussed	 damages	 to	
Sloan	Creek	and	farther	downstream.	

It	would	be	good	have	TPWD	to	reevaluate	the	project	and	its	impacts.	

RESPONSE	TO	COMMENT	#15	

The environmental study for the proposed SRT Fourth Lane Widening Project considered the 
potential for the project to cause impacts to wildlife habitat preferred by threatened and endangered 
species with the potential to occur in the SRT corridor. Construction activities for the proposed 
project near its crossing of Sloan Creek would be limited to the addition of two shoulder lanes within 
the existing SRT median, which would affect existing pavement and mowed, non-native turf grass in 
the tollway median. In accordance with the TxDOT Memorandum of Understanding with the TPWD, 
coordination with the TPWD is not required for the proposed project.   

COMMENT	#16	

Fish	and	Wildlife	Coordination	Act	(FWCA)	

The	project	would	have	an	impact	on	Waters	of	the	U.S.	and	wetland	so	a	Section	404	permit	would	be	
required	with	review	by	the	U.S.	Fish	and	Wildlife	Services	(USFWS).	
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RESPONSE	TO	COMMENT	#16	

The environmental study for the proposed project examined the entire SRT for potential impacts to 
water features that are regulated under Section 404 of the Clean Water Act (“Section 404”). 
Construction activities for the proposed project do not extend beyond the operational ROW for the 
SRT, and no such activities are planned that would trigger the need for a Section 404 permit.  As 
noted in the response above regarding the FWCA, coordination with the USFWS is not warranted for 
the proposed project.   

COMMENT	#17	

Executive	Order	13112	on	Invasive	Species	(EO	13112)	

Re-vegetation	and	sloping	of	the	areas	stripped	by	debris	flows	along	the	creek	should	be	revegetated	
using	native	species.	

RESPONSE	TO	COMMENT	#17	

The pavement widening does not impact existing sloped areas of Sloan creek within the SRT ROW. 
Furthermore, the proposed project is not considered a federal project that is subject to the 
referenced Executive Order.   

COMMENT	#18	

Species	Impact	Table	

The	impact	on	Sloan	Creek	involves	at	least	two	species	of	crayfish	and	a	type	of	snapping	turtle.	Sloan	
Creek	as	being	reserved	for	Fairview	City	Parks	and	being	 impacted	by	erosion	from	SRT	and	TxDOT.	
The	 habitats	 for	 Procambrus	 steignaini	 (blue	 pinchers,	 photo	 enclosed)	 and	 a	 clear	 shell	 crayfish	
(unidentified)	are	being	destroyed	by	the	high	velocity	water	erosion	along	Sloan	Creek.	

Snapping	turtle	nesting	habitat	is	being	eroded	at	a	rapid	pace	by	the	high	velocity	water	from	SRT	and	
TxDOT.	The	turtles	have	nestled	for	years	 in	areas	of	the	channel	that	have	now	been	eroded	to	the	
less	feathered	wacke.	This	is	a	perennial,	spring	fed	stream.	

There	is	an	extra	variety	of	skunk	present	in	the	area	with	wider	stripes/possible	spotted.	

Further	checking	by	TPWD	would	be	recommended.

COMMENT	#19	

Water	Quality	Highway	Runoff	

NTTA	stating	a	mismatch	between	contaminants	provided	by	highways	to	the	nutrients	needed	by	E.	
coli	would	not	impact	the	elevated	levels	of	E.	coli	in	Wilson	Creek.	

E.	coli’s	life	span	is	prolonged	by	the	amount	of	phosphate	and	other	nutrients	in	the	water.	Significant	
amount	of	phosphate	are	derived	from	the	erosion	of	the	Middle	Member	of	the	Austin	Chalk	from	the	
relatively	common	minerals	adelite	and	brushite.	The	erosion	of	materials	along	Sloan	Creek	(tributary	
of	Wilson)	by	NTTA	and	TxDOT	contributes	to	the	contamination	of	Sloan	and	Wilson	Creeks	and	Lake	
Lavon.	 These	 high	 concentrations	 of	 phosphate	 have	 been	 known	 to	 farmers	 in	 the	 area	 for	many	
years.	 Origin	 of	 the	 phosphate	 is	 most	 likely	 from	 the	 volcanic	 ask	 deposited	 cyclically	 within	 the	
sedimentary	deposit.	The	minerals	have	been	identified	by	x-ray	diffraction.	

Turbidity	of	stream	runoff	water	from	SRT	and	TxDOT	is	very	high.	The	high	velocity	water	eroding	the	
wacke	mixed	with	 volcanic	 ash	 layers	 (montmorillonite)	 causes	more	 of	 a	 slurry	 to	 be	 formed.	 This	
slurry	is	similar	to	drilling	mid	and	stays	in	suspension	for	days	at	a	time.	

RESPONSE	TO	COMMENT	#19	

These comments appear to concern existing conditions as opposed to concerns directly linked to the 
proposed project.  Runoff is not materially impacted by the proposed project.  In addition, a water 
quality analysis was performed as part of the environmental review of this project, and no adverse 
impacts were noted.

14· ·environmental compliance forms and the preparation of

15· ·technical memoranda and supporting documents reflecting

16· ·the findings of field investigations and database

17· ·research.· These materials are available at the NTTA

18· ·offices in Plano and on NTTA's website.· I will summarize

19· ·some of the highlights from the draft CE documentation.

20· · · · · · · · ·We assessed the potential for the project to

21· ·affect wildlife primarily by examining the existing

22· ·habitat within the proposed construction footprint.· The

23· ·SRT improvements would affect 188 acres of nonpaved

24· ·areas, which areas are dominated by nonnative Bermuda

25· ·grass that is regularly mowed.· Although there are a few
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·1· ·small areas landscaped with ornamental shrubs or grasses,

·2· ·no high value habitat features such as riparian or

·3· ·aquatic habitat would be disturbed by the project.

·4· ·Moreover, the project area is generally protected by

·5· ·concrete barriers and/or fences along the right-of-way,

·6· ·which further diminishes the chance for wildlife to be

·7· ·attracted to any existing vegetation-covered areas within

·8· ·the tollway corridor.· For these reasons the project

·9· ·would not affect any habitat important to commonly

10· ·occurring species or any threatened or endangered species

11· ·that might be found in the general project area where

12· ·preferred habitat occurs.

13· · · · · · · · ·Looking at water resources we found no

14· ·impacts to streams crossing the SRT are expected because

15· ·most of the existing SRT bridges were originally

16· ·constructed to accommodate future expansion.· In the few

17· ·instances where existing bridges require expansion, the

18· ·planned location of support columns would not result in

19· ·any fill to streams or wetlands protected by Section 404

20· ·of the Clean Water Act.

21· · · · · · · · ·The proposed project would not increase the

22· ·base flood elevation to a level that would violate

23· ·floodplain ordinances or regulations.· Coordination with

24· ·local floodplain administrators would be required since

25· ·portions of the proposed project are located in
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·1· ·floodplain areas.· The proposed project is outside the

·2· ·Trinity River Corridor Development Regulatory Zone, so a

·3· ·Corridor Development Certificate is not required.

·4· · · · · · · · ·The proposed project would include five

·5· ·acres or more of earth disturbance.· NTTA would comply

·6· ·with the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality's

·7· ·Texas Pollutant Discharge Elimination System Construction

·8· ·General Permit.· A Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan

·9· ·would be implemented, and a construction site notice

10· ·would be posted at the construction site.

11· · · · · · · · ·With regard to water quality, we found that

12· ·the SRT storm water runoff discharges into two streams

13· ·within five miles that are impaired due to the detected

14· ·presence of E. Coli bacteria.· Those streams are Rowlett

15· ·Creek, which crosses the SRT, and Wilson Creek, located

16· ·approximately one mile east of the northern end of the

17· ·SRT.· Analytical studies of the elements of highway

18· ·runoff have determined that the largely inorganic

19· ·chemicals, particulate metals, or hydrocarbons deposited

20· ·by cars and trucks do not provide a food source for E.

21· ·Coli.· Accordingly, the proposed project is not likely to

22· ·contribute any elements that would increase bacteria

23· ·levels in either Rowlett Creek or Wilson Creek.

24· · · · · · · · ·NTTA coordinated with the Texas Historical

25· ·Commission regarding the potential for the proposed
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·1· ·project to affect archeological deposits or historic

·2· ·properties.· Prior to this coordination, cultural

·3· ·resources specialists examined the state and federal

·4· ·cultural resources databases to identify any historically

·5· ·significant resources previously documented within the

·6· ·area of potential effects for this project.· Considering

·7· ·previous cultural resources investigations relating to

·8· ·the original construction of the SRT, and the extensive

·9· ·amount of recent urban development adjacent to the SRT,

10· ·NTTA recommended that there is virtually no potential for

11· ·the proposed project to adversely affect archeological

12· ·sites or historic properties.· The State Historic

13· ·Preservation Officer concurred with this recommendation

14· ·in December of 2016, and advised that the project may

15· ·proceed without further consultation.

16· · · · · · · · ·A traffic noise analysis for the proposed

17· ·improvements has been conducted.· For this project, the

18· ·model used existing and forecasted traffic data for the

19· ·year 2040 for determining noise impacts.· Over 400 noise

20· ·receiver sites were evaluated, and these sites were

21· ·consolidated into 114 representative receivers for

22· ·reporting and mitigation analysis.· The modeling

23· ·indicated that the future SRT traffic with the proposed

24· ·improvements would result in a noise impact to 37 of

25· ·these representative receivers.· However, applying noise
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·1· ·abatement guidance from TxDOT and the Federal Highway

·2· ·Administration, no noise barriers were proposed for 35 of

·3· ·the affected receivers because the noise barriers

·4· ·examined did not achieve the minimum noise reduction

·5· ·criteria, would exceed cost criteria, and/or would not be

·6· ·constructed due to design, maintenance or utilities

·7· ·restrictions.

·8· · · · · · · · ·A noise barrier 18 feet in height and

·9· ·1290 feet in length was found to meet both noise

10· ·reduction and cost effectiveness criteria for two

11· ·receivers representing a total of 21 modeled sites in the

12· ·Cambria at Coyote Ridge apartment complex.· This noise

13· ·barrier was added to the schematic design plans, and NTTA

14· ·has contacted the property owner because the noise

15· ·barrier will not be constructed unless the property owner

16· ·approves it.· Discussions on this point are ongoing and

17· ·the decision is pending a final response from the

18· ·property owner.

19· · · · · · · · ·Many areas along the corridor are currently

20· ·undeveloped.· To avoid noise impacts that may result from

21· ·future development, local officials should ensure that no

22· ·new activities are constructed within the noise impact

23· ·contours specified for each undeveloped area in the

24· ·noise -- in the traffic noise technical memorandum.· The

25· ·noise contour for a given undeveloped property varies for
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·1· ·the activity categories including items such as

·2· ·residences, day-care centers, parks and playgrounds or

·3· ·commercial developments.· Depending on the site and the

·4· ·potential type of development, the noise contour would

·5· ·vary from zero to 500 feet from the edge of the SRT

·6· ·right-of-way.

·7· · · · · · · · ·A traffic air quality analysis was performed

·8· ·to estimate carbon monoxide concentrations for areas

·9· ·along the SRT where ambient air concentrations would most

10· ·likely be the highest.· Results indicated that carbon

11· ·monoxide levels in 2040 would be well within the national

12· ·ambient air quality standards and would decrease slightly

13· ·over current conditions even though traffic volume would

14· ·nearly double.· This result is strongly influenced by the

15· ·expected decrease in carbon monoxide emissions resulting

16· ·from more stringent exhaust emissions standards for new

17· ·vehicles in the future years, and as older vehicles with

18· ·greater emissions are taken out of service.

19· · · · · · · · ·Similarly, changes in emissions for newer

20· ·vehicles are expected to cause the levels of mobile

21· ·source air toxins to decrease over time despite

22· ·significant increases in miles traveled.

23· · · · · · · · ·In addition, the proposed Sam Rayburn

24· ·Tollway Fourth Lane Project conforms to the State

25· ·Implementation Plan for reducing ozone concentrations in
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·1· ·the region.

·2· · · · · · · · ·The SRT study area includes approximately

·3· ·1566 acres of right-of-way and 12 acres of drainage

·4· ·easements.· No new right-of-way or easements would be

·5· ·required to construct any aspect of the project.· In

·6· ·fact, almost all of the main lane construction would

·7· ·occur within the median and operational improvements

·8· ·would be located to the inside of the frontage roads.

·9· · · · · · · · ·The original construction of SRT included an

10· ·examination of the potential for the SRT to encounter

11· ·contaminated soils or groundwater from past or ongoing

12· ·industrial or commercial operations.· The proposed

13· ·project was examined anew as part of the CE to assess

14· ·whether any high risk areas could be disturbed by

15· ·construction activities.· State and federal databases

16· ·were researched and potential sources of contamination

17· ·were examined during a field survey.· This analysis

18· ·concluded that there are no high risk sites that may

19· ·contain hazardous materials within or adjacent to any

20· ·planned construction areas.

21· · · · · · · · ·Based on the environmental investigations

22· ·performed for the SRT Fourth Lane widening, the proposed

23· ·project meets the CE criteria and would have no

24· ·substantial impacts on the quality of the human

25· ·environment.· Revisions may be made to the environmental
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·1· ·studies from the current drafts to address public

·2· ·comments received tonight.· After all necessary revisions

·3· ·are provided, it is anticipated that NTTA would approve

·4· ·the proposed project as meeting the requirements of a CE.

·5· · · · · · · · ·Property rights needed for transportation

·6· ·projects are acquired under the guidelines of the Uniform

·7· ·Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition

·8· ·Policies Act of 1970 and the various subsequent addenda.

·9· ·This Act mandates that property owners receive

10· ·compensation for properties acquired for transportation

11· ·projects and requires nondiscriminatory right-of-way

12· ·policies regarding appraisals and acquisitions of homes

13· ·and businesses and residential relocations.

14· · · · · · · · ·As previously stated, the SRT proposed

15· ·improvements are within the existing project

16· ·right-of-way.· Because of this, no displacements or

17· ·relocations are required and no additional right-of-way

18· ·is anticipated for this project.

19· · · · · · · · ·Please find a team member during the recess

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• Reviews of the Texas cultural resource databases indicated 
that no historically significant resources have been previously 
documented within the project’s area of potential effects

• The project would have no effect to historic properties or 
archeological resources

• Coordination with the State Historic Preservation Officer, 
Texas Historical Commission, resulted in the finding that the 
proposed project would not adversely impact any cultural 
resources

Environmental – Cultural Resources
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• Traffic noise analysis of 114 representative receivers indicated noise 
impacts for 37 receivers

• Noise barriers were evaluated but are not proposed for 35 receivers: 
reasonable cost-effectiveness criterion exceeded

• One noise barrier proposed for two receivers at Cambria at Coyote 
Ridge Apartments; approval pending response from owner

• Noise contours for undeveloped areas vary from 0 to 500 feet from the 
ROW, depending on activity category

Environmental – Traffic Noise
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• Adverse effects to air quality are not anticipated 
• Mobile source air toxics are expected to decrease
• The project conforms to the State Implementation Plan for 

reducing ozone concentrations in the region

Environmental – Air Quality
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• No additional ROW or permanent easements would be required to 
construct the tolled mainlanes and operational improvements 

• Nearly all construction activities for fourth lane widening would be 
within the existing median
