Part 6. Abstention: Apparent Conflict/Appearance of Impropriety 

Section 111.F of the Board Ethics Pol icy provides as follows : 

F. Apparent conflict of interest/Appearance of impropriety. An apparent conflict of interest exists 
when a reasonable person would believe that a Director's private interest (financial, personal or oth­
erwise) might cause the Director to perform his or her duties in a way other than they would have 
been performed if the Director had no such private interest. A Director with an apparent conflict of 
interest shall abstain from participation in that matter and note the basis of that abstention in an affi­
davit on a form approved by the NTTA filed before the Board takes a vote or other action on the mat­
ter. A Director who reasonably believes that his or her involvement in a vote or other action by the 
Board may give rise to an appearance of impropriety shall abstain from participation in that matter 
and submit an affidavit in the same manner.
